The niaterials consisted of'
aMmunition, az"ms and military equipment and were. be-ing sentý
fzom the French Military base at Seno (Laos)"to'Fr'ance. The
Rloyal Government statedthat they had authorised the transit
Of' this material through'Cambodia and pointed ouit that
adequate pre cautions would be taken during thie transit or the,
Mlaterial through Cambodia. The Commission inl'orined t.e Ro'yal
Qovernnient that the Commission had no objection tothepassage
Of' the material through Cambodia"-as it was merely in transit and
destined for France.
