Victoria Day, Civic Holiday, Labour Day, Thanks-
giving, Christmas and New Year’s usually are
extended into long weckends or holidays, and it
is difficult to obtain professional appointments
during these holiday periods. Thus, although
Canada does not observe a large number of

holidays, those listed here may affect your travel
plans.

You have arrived

Upon arrival in Ottawa or other Canadian
cities you go to your designated hotel by bus
limousine service or taxi. Guests usually are not
met at the airport unless an interpreter’s services
are required. ‘
