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In Chukotka, the consequences of poor 
management are especially visible. The irregular arrival of ships.for freight-handling has become so 
commonplace, it is hardly perceived as a problem 
anymore. The Far Eastern Marine Steamship Agency 
dispatches ships to Anadyr in bunches : either a 
whole group arrives or none at all. in this 
instance, however, the Steamship Agency managers' 
inflexibility has turned into heavy outlay.

Let us cite one example : when freight 
shipping to Anadyr is changed over to a system of 
delivery by lighter carriers in the future, 
presupposing regular handling on the docks, the 
number of dockers can be cut by half, yet it turns 
out that, at present, the port has to retain double 
the number of workers it needs to 
management. compensate for poorIs the price too high?
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
