The proposed HealtlL Tnsurance Bill is constructed on compulsory
and contributory principies. 4Ll adults whose wages, carnings or
. incomes come within & certain formula of adequacy would be required
to pay their own contributions, That is, each individual will be
asked to contribute orly according to his ability o do so, The
- employer will take up the slack for the employee, and the government
for all others, The husband, if he can afford it as measured by
the standard laid down, wiil pay for his wife, but the cost of
children will be distributed over the whole contributing population,

The benefits will consist of complste medical and nursing ser-
vices, hospitalization on a general ward basis, medicines within an
approved list of standerd romediecs, and duntal carc, at least to the
extent that existirg dental facilities are capable of providing,
