1. The Parties shall meet, so far as possible, ini connection with the annul
sessions of the. Senior Advisers to ECE Governuents on Environnental and WaterPre.m.. The f ixat meeting of the Parties shahl be convened flot later than
on. year after. the date of the entry into force of tuis Convention.
Theraafter, meetings of the* Parties shall be held at such other times as maybe deemed necessary by a meeting of the* Parties, or at the. written request ofany Party, provided that, within six menthe of the request hein; coumnicatedto tii.m ii thie secretariat, it is supported Iby at heaut one third of the.
Parties.

2. The Parties. shahl keep under continuous review the implementation of thisConvention, and, vith tuis purpose in mind, shall,

(a) Review the. policies and methodological approaciies ta environmentalimpact assessment Iy thu Parties with a view to furtiier improving
envirosmental impact assessuent procedures in a transbounaary contextl

(b) Exchainge iniformation regarding experience gai4ed in concluding andimphlentg buhateral and multilateral agreeets or otiier arrangementsregardimg the. une of environuental impact assessment ini a transboumdary
context to wiiici one or more cf the Parties are party;

(o) Seek, viiere appropriate, the. services of coc"tent internationalbodies and scientific cSittees in methodologial and t.ohnical aspects
pertinent to the aohievement of the purposea of this Convention,

procedure for their meetingsy
