
ARTICLE VI

EXEMPTION FROM TAX AND DUTY

1 The organization, its property, income and assets, shall be:

(a) exempt frein ail direct taxes; it is understood, however, that the
Organization will flot claim exemption from taxes which are, ini fact, no
more tha charges for public utility services;

(b) exempt from customns duties and prohibitions and restrictions on imports
and exports in respect of articles imported or exported by the Organization
for its officiai use; it is understood, however, that articles imported under
such exemption will not be sold ini Canada except under conditions agreed
to by the (Jovernment;

(c) exempt from duties and prohibitions and restrictions on imports and
experts in respect of their publications and other training and information
documents of the Organization.

2. While the Organization will not, as a general rule, dlaim exemption froin excise

duties and froin taxes on the sale of movable and immovable property which
forms part of the price to be paid, nevertheless when the Organization is making
important purchases for officiai use of property on which such duties and taxes
have been charged or are chargeable, the Government will make appropriate
administrative arrangements for the remission or return of the amount of duty or
tax.

ARTICLEII

FEILTUQ N ESEC O CMMNIAION

Th Ie Organization shahl enjoy, in Canada, for its official communications,
treatment not leus favourable than that accorded by the Governient to mny other
Governent, including the lances diplomatic mission, in the matter of
establishmnent and operation, priorities, rates and taxes on mails mnd cables and on
teetype and facsimile machines, telephones mnd other means of communication,
mnd press rates for information to the press mnd radio. No censorship shal) be
applied to the officiai correspondence mnd other official communications of the
Organization.

2. The Organization shah have the right to use codes and to dispatch mnd receive
correspondence by courier or in bags, which shall have the saine immunities and
privileges as diplomatie couriers mnd bags.

ARTICLE VIII

AIHLQR PEISSOFTFQGIATIQN

1. The competent Canadien authonities shall not impose any impediments to transit

to or from the premises of the Organization in Canada by representatives of
Men1ber States, experts on issions or other persons invited by the Organization
or by the Institute on behalf of the Organization for official purposes.
