Resolution of Diflicuities

1. The competent authorities of the Parties shall resolve, to the extent
possible, any difficulties which arise in interpretmng or applying this Agreement
according to its spirit and flindamental principles.

2. Tiie Parties shalh consuit prompt>' at the request of either Party'
conccrning matters; which have flot been resolved b>' the competent authorities
ini accordance with paragrapli 1.

3. An>' dispute betwecn the Parties concerning the interpretation of thisAgreement wluch has flot been resolved or settlcd by consultation in accordance
with paragraph 1 or 2 shail, at the requcst of either Party', be subrnitted to
arbitration by an arbitral tribunal.
