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the hon. member for Gloucester wished to
discuss something in connection with the
Montreal postal terminal. I have not any
objection to giving any information on any
of these other matters if any hon. gentleman
desires it.

Mr. DUFF: I think the Minister of Public
Works is not perhaps quite right in his
statement. Item 185 was passed and reported
with the distinct understanding, I think, at
the request of the hon. member for Quebec
South and the hon. member for Gloucester,
that when another item was called they could
discuss if necessary certain items with re-
gard to Quebec public buildings. Conse-
quently if any member of the house now
desires to discuss any question with regard
to Quebec it can be done under another item.
You are quite right, Mr. Chairman, in calling
the next item.

The CHATRMAN (Mr. Hanson, York-Sun-
bury) : That is the idea of calling item 186—
to regularize the discussion.

Mr. GIROUARD: I thank you for your
decision, Mr. Chairman. Will the minister
give me some information in connection with
the appropriation of $14,500 in connection
with the Victoriaville post offiffce?

Mr. STEWART (Leeds): That item is for
the finishing of the new building at Victoria-
ville.

Mr. GIROUARD: Does this amount of
$14,500 only provide for the building itself
or does it provide also for the furniture and
fixtures?

Mr. STEWART (Leeds): This amount of
$14,500 is required to complete the erection
of the building, the construction of which is
being performed by the Stewart Construc-
tion Company, Limited, under a contract price
of $35600, and to provide for the furniture
as well. z

Mr. GIROUARD: Were tenders called for
the furniture and fixtures?

Mr. STEWART (Leeds):

Mr. GIROUARD: Would the minister tell
me if these tenders were advertised, and if so
where they were advertised?

Mr. STEWART (Leeds): These tenders
were advertised in the regular way.

Mr. GIROUARD: Where?

Mr. STEWART (Leeds): They were pub-
licly advertised; that would be in the Can-
ada Gazette and in the local papers in the
vicinity where the work was being carried on.

Mr. GIROUARD: Is the minister aware
that in Victoriaville, where the post office is
being erected, no one was aware that tenders
were being called, and that as a matter of
fact no tenders were received from any per-
sons in that city? All the tenders were from
outside parties. Does not the minister be-
lieve it would have been more fair and just
if tenders had been asked in Viectoriaville
itself?

Mr. STEWART (Leeds): I should be very
much surprised indeed to learn that people
ih Victoriaville were not made aware of this
tender. I am informed that a copy of the
advertisement was sent to the hon. gentle-
man himself, and we have found in our
experience that people specially interested
in this kind of work generally get the con-
tract. They are able to quote lower prices
than local parties are able to quote. The
regular procedure has been followed here;
every opportunity has been given residents of
Victoriaville to tender in this case.

Mr. GIROUARD: 1 believe the minister
is under a wrong impression. I understood
him to say that I had been sent a copy of
the advertisement, and while I do not want
to say that the minister has made an in-
correct statement, I do not recall receiving
such an advertisement. As a matter of fact,
the minister will notice that among the
tenders there was none from Victoriaville.
Am I correct in that statement?

Mr. STEWART (Leeds): I accept the
statement of the hon. gentleman that he did
not receive a copy of the advertisement.
