parliaments.

Mr. E. G. TIANSEIL (Macleod): Mr.
Speaker, I think perhaps this group pretty well
agrees with the Prime Minister (Mr. Mackenzie
Ring) that an the accasian af the visit of any
distinguished visitar the Prime Minister, wba
is the leader af the hause, and the leader af
the official appasitian, tagether wvith yaur
hanaur, might very well welcorne that persan
an bebalf af the entire hause. llowever, the
circurnstances surraunding the visit af any
praminent persan ta Canada are usually abaut
the sarne. It is a matter af welcarning hirn;
what ane persan can say can be said by any-
ane else, and lin these matters there is a great
deal af repetition. We do join with the
leader af the Caaperative Carnrnnwealtb
Federatian party in saying that the leader af
the afficial appositian daes nat speak far the
entire appasitian, far the reasan that there
are variaus sehoals af tbought in Canada far
wbam I arn afraid he cannat speak. I da nat
believe the han. member far Rasetawn-Biggar
(Mr. Caldwell) eau say that the visit af Mr.
Fraser is of any mare particular interest ta bis
party than ta anyane else. We are quite
willing ta abide by wbatever decision may he
arrived at, but we da ask that the ruling made
be fallawed in future.

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: In reply ta the
leader af the C.C.F. party (Mr. Coldwell) May
I suggest, that wbat he has just said illustrates
the wisdam af nat departing in the first in-
stance fram rules af pracedure, but adhering
strictly ta them. I have tried, wbere it has
been passible and canvenient, ta extend cour-
tesies that did nat strictly fallaw the rule; I
have asked leaders af different graups ta jain
in extending welcames an such accasians, but
my han. friend will remember that when Mr.
Eden addressed the bous~e, while cardial wel-
cames were extended, they were averwhelming
in number and lin balance. By that I mean
there was mare in the way af welcame than
there was in the way af reply fram Mr. Eden.
I was taken ta, task by the press, and there
was a gaad deal af camment araund the hause
as ta wby sa many shauld be requested ta
extend a welcame, and far that reasan I thaught
it wauld be wviser tbereafter ta limit the nom-
ber. Perbaps my han. friend bas heard af the
yaung man wha wvas abaut ta be married, and
sameone asked bim wby be bad nat asked bis
father ta the wedding, and be replîed that be
bad ta draw the liue samewbere.

I think same
expression of welcome should be extended to,
ber also. Perhaps an this accasion the Prime
Minister will want ta make up far some of
the things that have escaped him in tbe past.

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: My han, friand
can trust me ta sec that every caurtesy is
extended ta Mrs. Fraser.

Mr. A. W. NEILL (Comax-Alberni): I
should like ta say that I arn very well satisfied
to forga my riýght as a leader af a graup to
participate in the welcame ta aur guest ini
favaur of eitber the Prime Minister ar the
Leader af the Oppasitian; but if this principle
of pandering ta the vanity of individual graups
is ta be continued ta its grotesque end, then
I alsa want ta be ana af the speakers. seeing
that the years af service af the party I
represent far autdates tbase af the graups
ta my left.
