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In hardly any of these provinces or

statos does the population compare in
nuinibors withi the population o! the varîous
provinces of Canada. The minimum sal-
aries o! the high court judgcs in England
are £5,000. The Chancellor, I think, re-
ceives £10,0O0.-

Hon. Mr. DANIEL: Are not most of those
judges' salaries fixed by the Imiperial Gov-
erniment in the first place?,

Hon. Mr. WILLOUGHBY: I think in
the case of some of the South African col-
('nies that would likely be true, but not in
Canada. It might formorly apply te, Austra-
lia. The early *occupants of ahi those posi-
tions wero likely sent out from Eng-land, as
they wero to Canada.

The Hon. the SPEAKER: I would cail
the honourable gentlemen's attention Vo the
fact that it is one o'chock.

Hon. Sir JAMES .LOUGHEED: The hion-
ourable gentleman can conclude bis re-
marks when we go into committee.

The motion wvas agreed to, and the Bill
was read the second time.

Bradbury in the Chair.

Section 1 was a.greed to.
Hon. Mr. WILLOUGHBY.

On section 2-local judges in adiniralty,
etc. :

Hon. '-%r. BOSTOCK: That mneans, i sup-
pose, that in future no admniralty judge in
the province shall draw a sep.arate salary
for doing that work if hie is a judge of the
superior court.

Hon. Sir JAMES LOUGHEED: No. " The
provisions of this subsection shall not apply
toany local judge in adniiralty who was or
is appointed before the corning into force of
this Act." 0f course, the Act will be' en-
forced. as to ail appointees thereaiter.

Hon. W. B. ROSS: That saves vested
rights, and puts the judges on a.proper
basis i n the future.

Hon. Mr. POWER: This does not seem
to be an unreasonable provision, because
we have been increasinig the salaries of the
judges, and the number of ad.sniralty cases
is generally sin.all. There reems to be no
good reason why a judge should receive a
separate salary as-judge of the Admnirailty
Court.
