Assassination of President Guil-
laume in French Legatipop, In-
cites Prompt Action.

NEWSPAPERMAN FOR
OVERSEAS SERVICE

Charles Cavers, Formerly of To-
ronto, Has Enlisted at
Montreal.

WASHINGTON, July 28.——~American
marines were landed today at Port
au Prince, Haiti, to protect the lives
and property of Americans and other
foreigners. Rear Admiral Caperton
advised the navy department late to-
night that he had sent a force ashore
from the cruiser Washington. Rear
Admiral Benson, acting secretary of
the navy, declined to make the mes-
sage public, but said: “Aimiral Caper-
ton now has the situation in hand.”
The- situation at Port au Prince is
reported as being “very grave.” The
state department received messages
from Charge d’Affaires Davis, telling
of the assassination of President Guil-
laume by a mob which broke into the
French legation, shot the chief execu-
tive, and dismembered his body.

This violation of the diplomatic im-
munity of foreign legations would be
regarded ordinarily as a serious af-
front, but thru the absence of an
established government and generally
turbulent conditions, . the incident
probably-will not complicate the situ-
ation. It had the effect of stimulat-
ing the American Government to take
immediate steps to restore order.
