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on the arndments wbich have been accept-
ed by the committee.

Section withdrawn.

On section 5-certilfed officers.

;Mr. BRODE*UR. The objeet of this sec-
tion, I thInk, wili commend itself to ail the
members of this House. It la to provide
that gasoiene lauinches and gasolene boats
of a sinail tonnage wiil not be obliged to
take on certlficated. officers. This is doue
to rneet a situation which exlsts on the St.
Lawrence. It will be well kaown by the
hon. member for Grenville (Mr. Reid) aud
also by my hou. friend frorn Leeds (Mr.
Taylor) that Amerîcan launches are carry-
lng passeagers and doiug work on the St.
Lawrence wlthout beiug obliged to employ
certificated officers, wbule our laws provide
tb at -Canadian launches are obliged to em-
ploy certificated officers. it was found
that this legîsiation was affecting our cifi-
zens and it was tbougbt advisable to pro-ý
vide that smnli gasolene launches of less
than five tous groas tonnage should not be
obliged to empioy certilficated officers.

tMr. J. D. REID. How does lour Cana-
dîn law now compare with the American
15w as far as gasolene launches are con-
cerned? I was around the Thousand Is-
lands a short time ago and I was told our
Canadian laws are mucli stricter than tbe
American laws.

Mr. BRODEUR. Precisely; this clause
is proposed to meet the situation whlch my
hon. ftlead bas just mentioned.

Mr. J. D. REID. I would Ilke to see the
same. laws ln force in botb American and
Canadian waters. There is so much traf-
fic between the dIfferent points on the St.
Lawrence that If you have different iaws
you wll have trouble arisiug ail the time.
On the other aide, as far as ligbts and sig-
nais are coacerned, the laws are very good.
1 do not know what the laws are here, but
I belleve they should be practlcaily the same
on both sides of the river.

Mr. BRLODEIUR. That Is the nature of
the proposition.

Mr. J. D. REID. That is ail 1 waut.

On section 6-goiug to sea without cer-
tificate.

Mr. BRODEUR. This ia to correct an
error whlch bas occurred la the revlsed
statutes. It ls to restore practically what
was la existence before the revision of the
statutes and which perhaps Is the law to-
day, but la order to avold. auy misunder-
standing we thougbt It better to have thîs
speclal clause put ln tbe Act.

On section 7-offences.

Mr. BRODEUR. This la to be struck
out also, because it deals with the offeuces
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which were mentioned ln section 4, whlch
section was struck out. When we corne to
incorporate ln the Bill the Bill which bas
been submltted to this Hlouse by the special
committee appoiflted for that purpose this
section wili be of no use.

Section withdrawn.

On section 8--fees on engagement or dis-
charge of seamen.

MNr. J. D. REID. Do these shipping mas-
ters recelve a salary from the government 7

Mr. BRODEUR. No, they are paid by
tees. Sonie years ago there was a great
deal of agitation ln British -Columbia con-
cerniag this matter. A law was passed bY
which it was provided that a shippiag mas-
ter should have the right to make a formai
agreernent wlth vessel owners enabliag hlm
to charge $10 for the biring of men. They
framed the statute la such a way that when
there la no agreement, if a searnan cornes
and hires hlmseif before the shippiag mas-
ter, the shipplng master is not entitled to
anything. Tbe iaw was so framed that the
shippiag master would be deprived of his
fees If there were no formai agreement.

Mr. DANIEL. Are these fees taken out
of the wages of the sailors ?

Mr. BRODEUR. No ;"they are pald by
the vessel owner.

Mr. SINCLAIR. The fee provided for ini
British Columbia is a very large one ln-
deed and might be rather a serious thing
for the vessel owner. There wouid be a
crew of 25 men on an ordlaary tramp stea-
mer and the shipplng master would get $250
f or an hour's work. 1 would llke an ex-
planation of why you allow $10 la British
Columbia and only 50 cents ln the other
provinces ?

Mr. BRODEUR. Some years ago it was
found absolutely impossible to find seamen
ln British Columbia, and wlth the consent
of the vessel owners 1 belleve, it was ar-
raaged that a f ee might be agreed, upon be-
tween tbe owners and the shlpplng masters.
This iaw does not compel the vessel owner
to pay $10 ; It slrnply says that he may
matke an agreement wlth the shlppiag mas-
ter to pay that sum, but if he can get men
for 50 cents so munch the better for hlm.

Mr. JT. D. REID. Could a man be Inspec-
tor of hulsansd shlppiag master at the
sarne time?

Mr. BRODEUR. 1 know of no such case.

Mr. J. D. REID. It wouid be a very
dangerous thlng if that were aliowed be-
cause there are sorne vessels wblch If they
were better lnspected It would be ail th&
better for those who sal on them.
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
