Union, Norwich Union, London & Lan-
cashire, Mercantile, either Canadian
companies or with Canadian agencies;

and the Home Insurance Company of
New York, at $1.07 1-2 per $100 on
three-year contracts, which, however,
did .not include freight either in tran-
sit or in sheds. Before the policies ex -
pired the companies mentioned were
asked for three-year rates on blanket
policies, including freight in transit
