The meeting of the Rallway Commit-
tee this morning was characterized by
some lively proceedings. Hugh Suther-
jand’s familiar project, the Hudson’s
Bay Railway bill was the first order
taken up, and, after some discussion
ws ordered to be reported. The object
.of the -bill is to extend the time for
constructing the road. The next meas-
ure constdered was a scheme for open+
ing up navigation from Winnipeg to
Hudson’s Bay gb! a series of canals
and utilizing the Hudson River. Mr.
‘Martin strongly opposed the proposal.
During the course of the discussion Mr.
Martin' and Mr. Cochrane fell out and
sime high words passed between them.
The latter called Martin a “liar,” and

. had to apologize. Mr. Martin had to

take back an imputation against him
that he was making the question a po-
jitical one. :

It is said to be the intention of the
Government to grant $200,000 towards
the improvements of the St. Andrew
Rapid, near the City of Winnipeg, the
expenditure of which will be left, in
the hands of -this company.

“The Chicf Justice of Cunada.”

In the Senate this afternoon Sir Mac-
kenzie Bowell nitroduced a bill to
emend the Act respecting the Supreme
and Exchequer Court. The first clause
gives the Chief Justice of the Supreme
Court the title of Chief Justice of Ca-
nada. The second clause ‘enables four
Judges of the Supreme Court to hear
a case by the consent of the parties.
The present quorum necessary before
a case can be heard is five. The Pre-
mier also Introduced a bill respecting
the revision of the statutes which en-
ables the Governor-General-in-Councit
to appoint thre commissioners to con-
solidate and revise the statutes passed
since the last consolidation and revis-
fon in 1886.

The Bill Was Dropped. e

Special Infantry Instruction,

The deputation from Xingston and
Ottawag which wainted@ upon Senator
Desjarding on Tuesday have to thank
the Minister for promptly acceding to
their request for the establishment of
a special class of instruction for in-
fantry officers at Kingston. Two
classes of this character are to be
formed, one at Kingston on March 17,
and one at Montreal, commencing this
week, The course of instruction will
last for three months and the special
course certificate will be awarded,
based on results of examinations.

The Coumtry's Revenue.

The revenue for the past month
ghows the gratifying increase of $300,-
000, compared with February, 1835. A
quarter of a million of this is due to
customs and $50,000 to excise. The total
revenue_for the eight months of the
years is exactly two millions ahead of
the same period last year, while the
expenditure is one million less, a met
increase of three millions in the eight
months. Correspondingly, the expendi-
ture on capital account has decreased
$630,000, less than for the same period
last year. The net debt in February,
decreased- $970,000. 2

THE TOTAL SALES FOR FEBRUARY
. ' NEARLY $900,000,

Suburban Property in Demand at Higb

 Figures—Director-General stiles of the
British Empire Expesition Declines to
be Imterviewed—Funcral eof Hon
Henry Starnes.

Montreal, March 6.—(Special.)—Your
correspondent finds a marked increase
in the transfers of real estate for the
month of February just ended, the
total sales for Montreal and the su-
burbs amounting to $863,342.61, egainst
$605,921.42 last month, an increase of
over a quarter of a million. It is true
that there have been no less than six
sales of $20,000 and upwards, but the
number of sales apart from these
shows a good increase. The city alone
shows a total of $604,374.98 against
$365,382.60; and Westmount a total of
$208,118.63, against $136,388 last month,
while the annex has more sales but ox
less value. Taking the city by wards,
St. Antoine, St. Anne, St. Mary, St
James, Mile End, Hochelaga, Delori-
mier and Centre all show an increase,
while St., Lawrence shows a jump of
$130,000, and St. Jean Baptiste an in-
crease of nearly $70,000. The large sales
recorded are one in 8t, Lawrence
‘Ward, from James Baxter to W. E.
Phillips, for $97,500; one in Westmount
and Cote des Neiges, from G. G. Fos-
ter to the Westmount Land Co., for
$85,000; another in Belmont Place,
Westmount,for $24,250; a lot in Greene-~
avenue, Westmount, for $28,000; one in
Chenneville-street, to the ° Temple
Electric, for $20,000; and one in Carrie-
res-street, for $40,000.

Mortgages have been freely numer-
ous, with rates unchanged, first-class
going at five to six per cent., and sec-
ond mortgages dt six and a half to
nine per cent. *

Mr. J. H. Stiles, director-general ot
the British Empire Exposition, ar-
rived in New York at 11 o’clock this
morning.
