the meeting was the address delivered
by the candidate who has just return-
ed from across the water. Mr. Osler's
effort was one of the strongest and
most powerfully conclusive of the cam-
paign. The ‘news he brought back
from England as to how Canada and
her resources are viewed over there
simply electrified his hearers, who’also
cheered when the candidate prophesied
the establishment of an Imperial zoll-
wverein. .

An Eye-Opener from the Chailrman.
The Chairman, in opening the meet-
ing, observed that this was one of the

extraordinary moments in the country’s
history. As a business man he was
speaking to business men—for every,
workingman was a business man. (Ap=
plause.) He then proceeded to say that
an interregnum in business—a -period
of doubt—was ruinous to the commer-
cial community. He had, the other
day, asked Mr. Laurier if a Premier
coming into power in June could at
once formulate his policy, and Mr.
Laurier had acknowledged that such a
thing was impossible.

_ If the Liberals, he went on, had defl-
nitely declared their policy, it would
not have been so bad, but as it was if
that party were returned to power the
time that would elapse between ¢he
elections and February or March next
would be a period of doubt disastrous
to business.

His Importaut Mission.

What I went to England for I be-
live that one and all of you, in fact,
all Canadians, will endorse. 1 went
there to represent the Board of Trade
of this city at the great Congress °f
the Chambers of Commerce of the Em-
pire. It was the most imporiant com-
mercial congress ever heid, there or
elsewhere, Among English-speaking na-
tions. I belleve the most important of
its kind ever held in the history of the
Empire, We gathered there from the
four quarters of the wond, with one
object in view—the consolldation and
unification of the Empire commercial-
ly. For years the people of England
have worshipped the fetish of free
trade, their present fiscal system. It
is called free trade, but it is not free
trade, in fact, for there is a tax on
tea, coffee, tobacco and other arti-
cles. The breakfast table i{s not free ;
not so free as in this country, where
the ne of 'life are practically
free from duties. When the Congress
met the first speakers were mostly
from Manchester, Birmingham and
ll}e other great manufacturing cen-
tres. They were not as much attach-
ed to free trade as they were in dread
of any great disturbance in the fiscal
policy of the country. They wanted
a continuance of the policy which had
brought them prosperity, and they did’
not desire any radical changes that
might mean, pe rhaps, greater pros-
perity, or, perchance, great disaster.
After -two days’ dlscussion op the re-
solution, presented by the Toronto
Board of Trade, which was the first
on the list, and, according to Mr.
Chamberlain, which containea the
germ of the principle of reciprocal
trade, the meeting was almost unani-
n‘xously in its support. (Applause.)
They said that if it was not going to
violently disturb the free trade policy
of the country; and was going to re-
cognize the right of every ony to
its own particular form of taxation,it

How Sir Charles Tupper Spent Yesterday
in Toronto -Me Winds Up His Vigoreus
Ontario Campaign Wiith Meetings at
Morrisburg, Cornwall and Iroquols
10-day—A Littie Incident.

After his meeting at Hamilton on
Saturday night Sir Charles Tupper
came on to Toronto in his private car.
The Premier spent most of Sunday at
the residence of Sir Thomas Galt, and
in the afternoon, in company with
Hon, Dr. Montague, visited Hon. Sena-
tor Ferguson, who is not well.

Sir Charles,when seen at the Queen’s,
where he spent a couple of hours last
evepning, was buoyant and confident
ag-ever as regards the outcome of to-
morrow’s contest. To The World the
Prime Minister observed:

**1 expect o large mujorigy on the even-
ing of the {3rd. I am sure of a majority
in every Province of the Dominion.”

Sir Charles slept last night in his
private car, leaving edrly this morning
for the FBast. To-day he winds up his
vigorously-conducted campaign by ad-
dressing meetings at Morrisburg, Corn-
wall and Iroguois. Thence he proceeds
to Ottawa to-night, there to awalit the
result of the fight to-morrow.

A lttle incident which occurred at
the hotel last evening shows that the
Premier, despite hig years and the
herd work he has done the past few
weeks, i still spry and vigorous.

: New York, June 20.—It may interest
newspaper readers in Canada at this
time to get an idea of the magnitude
of the crash in the United States which
began on the advent to power of the
revenue tariff party. The hardships
and horrérs exceeded in extent those
of the great civil war. The number of
men withdrawn from useful labor in de-
fence of the Union was scarcely at the
most in excess of 1,000,000 dt any time,
while the number of those thrown out
of ‘employment and ultimately more or
less on the support of the nation is
new placed at the same figure. The
number of men placed on reduced
wages or reduced time is estimated at
nearly 1,100,000. For weeks at a time
the country was, as regards currency,
placed in a worse position than the
Confederate States. Manufacturers _pald
their workmen with “L O. U.’s” which
were recelved by traders at an enor-
mous discount. The loss to the work-
ingmen of the country caused by idle-
ness, reduced wages and half time em-
ployment, to say nothing of the dis-
counts on such payments, is placed at
quite $700,000,000, or twice as much as
was expended to keep the Northern
army in the fleld.
- Decreased Revenuos.’

The decreased revenues of the nation,
the increase of $262,000,000 in the inter-
est-bearing debt, would bring tne total
up to nearly the cost of the war. The
injury to homes and private Interests
has been more in the commercial war
than in the rebellioni There were
tewer deaths, but, on the otner hand,
while in actual warfare it is only the
homes in the immedinte iracik of the
armies that suffer;.in this’ revenue at-
tack on the country there was not a
home from the Atlantic to tne.Pacifig,
nor from the Gulf of Mexico to the
great lakes that was not ralded. The
failures in 1892 were $114,044,000, in 1893
they were $346,779,000, in 1894, $172,992,-
000, and in 1895 $173,196,000, & total ex-
cess over the average of 1892 amount-
ing to $337,000,000 for the three years.
