DETROIT, March 5.—Frank J. Navin, 
president of the Detroit baseball club, 
will go to New York to attend the 
funeral of his long-time associate, Wil- 
liam Yawkey, which will be held Sat- 
urday or Sunday. The death of Mr. 
Yawkey ends a business association of 
the two or nearly sixteen years.

Mr. Yawkey was president of the 
club from 1904 to 1907, its first pennant 
season inclusive. When he consented to 
buy at President Johnson's request, in 

|the winter of 1903, he made it a condi- 
tion that Mr. Navin should agree to 
|join him as head of the business af- 

fairs of the club. Mr. Navin took the 
title of secretary, doing detail work of 
both offices. In 1908 he became president 
and part owner, and has been the act- 
ive head of the club ever since.

The combination of the two men in a 
Ibaseball ownership was ideal. Mr. 
:Yawkey was impetuous, and to the day 
he died was a fan as well as an owner. 
Mr. Navin is more deliberate, and, 
though a lover of the game, is a busi- 
nessman in baseball as well.
