The
irichest part, or what was called the
“'great bonanza.,” went $80 to the ton ;

Most
jof the ore contained gold and silver,
ithough m different proportions in dif-
ferent parts of the lode. During the
{40 years up to 1881 the bullion yleld of
{the lode was $306,000,000. Sinking had
been ‘carried on to a aepth of 2000 feet

profitable than formerly, but for vol-
ume of production it nas never been
cqualled. The great bulk of the ore
