«« By striking the enemy hard in Macedonia the allies can give the Ger­
man people no better object lesson of what the command of the sea implies 
and of the Inability of foe submarines really to impair their offensive power 
After all these months of ruthlessness. Thinking Germans may wpll pause 
to consider what the German Government has promised to perform by Sub­
marine warfare and to doubt the truth of its reports. An offensive from 
Salcnlca, being an attack on the German communications with Turkey, may 
imperil the troops sent by the enemy to resist the progress of the campaign 
from Mesopotamia and, falling this, lt may starve those troops of supplies 
by compelling the foe to employ the railways at full capacity south of foe 
Danube In resisting the allied offensive in the Balkans. Up to the present, 
however, the actions fought by the allies have been on a minor scale. They 
are the prelude to greater^things.

An intense local struggle marked the fighting on the British front south 
of the Sou chez River, in France, yesterday when the Canadians lost some 
ground and later recovered lt. The holding of the disputed area,makes the 
British position mote favorable for an attack on the Lens salient, and this 
peril Is Impelling the enemy to use up great masses of troops in a desperate 
struggle to push the British line back.

An attack of the Germans on the French positions on both sides of Cerny- 

en-Laonnols failed to win ground yesterday. The French barrage and machine 
gun fire smashed the assaulting waves. An Immediate counter-attack threw 
out some Germans who had gained a footing ln about 200 yards of an ad­
vanced trench. The French in a jaM in the Argonne made some prisoners.

The arrival of fresh divisions of German troops before the British and 
French battlefronts, reinforced by more artillery, seems to show that the 
enemy has drawn on hie central mass of màhoeuvre, collected in Germany 
during the winter for an offensive against Russia. The allies have therefore 
probably succeeded in one object of their offensive, the destruction of the 
enemy’s plan to assail the allies ln the east, where the going would be easier 
than in the west. Field Marshal Haig and Gen. Nivelle, meanwhile, are not 
going to let the grass grow under their feet by waiting until the enemy under­
takes a counter-offensive.
