The witness, who. appeared-on behalf
of the government, poifited out that
e proposed Hydro radial Hne to St.
tharines and Port Credit; would run
im " competition -with the governtent
redlways, and urged that it seemed
Strange to him thait g provincial con-
cern would attempt to compete ith
the federal government, ;i
. Hellmuth, counsel for the crown,
questioned witness regarding the pres-
enik huge costs of the transportation
system, :

Mr. Gutelins said the costs were ex-
cessive and agreed with Mr. Mugrray
that if any further facilities in traffic
were needed | the present companies
pould deal with itV He further men-
tioned that the present dollar was, only
50 ver cent. of the working expemses
9of a company, and the competitons
the Hydro would have are financed on
a B0 per cent. basis. Witness further
claitned that to set Hydro going it
would have to fissue bonds en which'
interest was bound to be paid, and
i Dpointed to the fact that electric bonds
© in the Statels were practically umsale-
able ais securities,

Must Pay Dividends.
- ‘Mir. Gutelius also pointed to the fact
that in the case of bonds, dividends
swere ‘Bound to be paid, while a com-
pany that had issued stocks need mot
pay any dividend in lean years.

Queistioned regarding the shipping
of goods, witness stated that a ship-
per could only control the routés of
hig freight over such. lines .as were
open for thru. shipments, but tHe
question in this case was. “can the
Hywvdro-Electrie obtain a rate for. thrm
routing from the biz companies who
after all were the Hydro competitors.”
He very much doubted “‘whether the
povernment or any compamy waquld do
it. The big companies since they held
a monopoly would be the lasgt people
from whom Hydro skould expect help
in the matter of thru routing.

Answering the chairmam. Mr. Gute-
| liws said he could not see. how the
> Hydro could oltain new freight busi-

ness. but it seemed to him as if they

meant to poach on the traffic of ex-
fisting lines. Regarding the freight
business between Niagara amd’ St.

Catharines the only people to suffer
~ wou'd be the governmenit.

Taking up the question of less than
carload lots, witness stated that - this
husiness was undesirable, except when
carried over 100 miles, after which jt
became profitable. TUnder that dis-
tance it wag a loss since terminal ex-
penses swallowed up the charges. He
urged that while the Hydro plans
were the hest he had ever seen, he
thought they were overestimating the
business, especially in the cities
where private concerns had their .own

Former Steumhif) [Employe Tells Detective of Peculiar In-
terest in Small’s Disappearance Shown by T\_vo Foreign-

Montreal, Dec. 10.—A new clue s
thought to have. been unearthed in
the Ambrose Small case by Detective-
Sergeant Mitchell of Toronto, who has

been in Montreal. It is reported that
the Royal Canadian ;Mounted Police
are working with the Toronto detec-

Detective Mitchell, at the court
house, where he conducted the search,
gave out the information that he was
going west and carried with him a
clue, which, if run to earth, will call
into play Scotland Yard in London
and the government police of Russia.

According to the best information,
the ‘detective when in Montreal also
came across a man who had been
looking for-him for some time. This
man, it wag learned, was ‘formerly
at
Hallfax, and for some time before had
been in a similar position at Mont-
real. He had .been working in the
west and ‘'the east during the war and
his duties carried him to the United
States, California, Chicago and De-
troit. also to Russia.

Detective Mitchell, is said, se-
cured information, from this man
about two foreigners whom he had
met in Winnipeg, Detroit and Russia,
and who evinced a great interest in
Small and asked if his “murderers”
had been caught.
