Directing his remarks along  lines,
Wwhich gave him opportunity to 1'aplyf
to the suggestions made by President]
J. Dous: in his presidential address|
that some mecans could possibiy be
found by him to remove the business
prolits tax that was preventing the
expansion of the shoe industry, - Sir
Henry Dray.oon, munister of finance,
gave amp.e reasons last night betfore
sthe Canadian Shoe Manutacturers’
Association, at a banquet held in the
King Edward Hotel, for the imposi-
tion of the excess business pro‘ius
tax, but regretied that he was unable
to make. any budget announcement
on the tariff or luxury taxes.

President Doust believed that the

bottom had been reached and that
ieather should be bought at the pre-
sent time, and - that the factories
Suouss wegin to manufacture, if only
stapie lines, in' order to relieve the
unemployment situation. The pub-
lic, hegthought, wculd begin to buy
shortly, and certainly not later than
March or April, as shoes were a nec-
essity and would have to be bought
eventually He .advised broadmind-
edness on the part of the manufac-
turers with that knowledge before
them, and advocated, a _closer union
between employers and employes._. A
movement of prosperity could only
be - started when the manufacturers
and the public bought more freely.
The retailers also should not wait any
longer to place their orders “or the
spring trade. He touched upon the
spirit of friendliness shown between
the two provinces at the convention
and emphasized strongly the import-
ance of teaching the spirit of the Bri-
tish empire, saying that any news-
papers that did not stop criticism
that was harmfu], Wwere not retlecting
tho‘ mentality of the provinde, in
which they were published. In intro-
ducing Sir Henry Drayton, he spoke
of‘hdm as being a great man on tax-
ation, but mentioned the fact that
his excess profit tax was not ex-
tremely popular among the ° shoe
manu“acturers.
“I don’t know that I have an awful
lot' to confess,” sa'd Sir Henry in
opening his address. “There is no
question about one -thing and that is
that as a tax gatherer, I am a con-
founded nuisance. The trouble is that
whatever you propose is wrong and
the people who are alway criticizing
taxation can never give a adequate
substitute. There is as many differ-
ent op'nions on taxation as in the in-
dustries. There is not only a desire
to see that the ot*:r man pays, but
behind it all there is a sincere desire
to put Canada on as firm a basis as
possible.

“Let us follow the president’s re-
marks. On his authority business con-
ditions are the result of extravagance.
After the war the cost of living index
was 200 or under, but instead of the
expected happening, prices began to
climb and the buying was luxurious.
I don’t know th4dt $25, boots are a
necessity and I don’t know whether
that is a luxurious purchas:"

He explained that the taxes were
not imposed begause everything taxed
was non-essential. What was sought
was to check’luxurious buying which
could only result in an exhaust of cap-
ital and a cerious position where the
country was concerned. The cost of
living index had risen to 263.1 when
the much abused taxation was in-
voked. His hearers knew that a turn
in the right direction had been made.
The pyramiding of costs anu invoices
had dropped. The government had
not waited until the end of the skein
was found, but had acted, and there
was still 4 good deal of yarn lel..

World w.de conditions, he said, had
to be met, and they had been met,
The last index had given 240 as
against 263.1 before the taxes had been
imposed. Regarding the excess busi-
mness profits tax, it was put on when
prices were advancing at a tremen-
dous rate, and when profits were un-
duly great. L

“I am sure you would like to see
the excess profits applied to war pur-
poses,” he said. “It was born in haste,
but it was fathered bv necessity and
did not apply fairly,” owing in some
Wstances to the absence of capital.
Under the old war profits tax, all pro-
fits over seven per cent. were taxed
16 per cent., ktut they are not taxed
now until they go beyond 10 per cen:.
This of course applies to the taxes
of 1920, which have not been collected
vet., The whole scheme of taxation
has been greatly modified, so I don’t
think you will be much trourled about
the question of undue taxation.

“The president said "that perhaps I
was on a pleasure trip,” he continued.
referring to the remarks on the tariff
tour, “but I wonder what his idea of
pleasure 18, I have traveled across
Canada many times, and I wonder if
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he calls it pleasure to travel at night
thru the country and wprk all day.
If that is the case, then he is the-man
0r. the jop.”. . -

On that trip not only had the tariff
bPeen discussed, but the whole quéstion
of financing Capada, fncludlns land
taxation direct, excisefetc. All taxa-
t.on was a hindrance, he said, but he
believed "that a hindrance was good
for the country. Duties, obligations
and sacrifices made a better nation,
In the last trudgets the obligation
arising out of the war amounted to
$269,000,000, while the whole budget
had been only $164.000,000. The last
budget had nothing to do with the
administration, which hig hearers were
well aware of. So there was the very
greatest reason for coming into con-
tact with Canadians to see what could
be done. .
Important Industry.

Sir Henry saowed the manufac-
turers that they either directiy or
indirectly employed some 25,000 peo-
.ple and their wage bill amounted
to $9,600,000, so that the boot and
shoe industry was a very important
oae. There was a big job ahead of
the employers, who could not afford
to be provincial, and there was no
room for dissension. An industry
could only thrive thru the efforts of
the workers and could be maintain-
ed by good business management. If
there ever was a time when one
needed to get the point of view of
the other man, it was the present.

Canada had a vastly different out-
look than any other country in that
she had not been devastated by the
ravages of war. The country was
still intact, and it was important to
note that a very lange number of
Canada's creditors were Canadians.
He enlarged upon the fact that the
public always bought on a rising
market, as’'in the case of sugar, and
were backward about buying when
prices were low. While we were do-
ing better regarding our exports, we
were not doing &0 well with our
purchases. Much money was being
spent in foreign markets, where thé€
dollar is at a discount.

“I wonder why,” said Sir Henry,
“that Caudewans ung it necessary 1o
mport boows and snoes to wne eXten.

“1 wonder 'if the manu‘acturers are
not to blame,” said he. “I wonder it
chay buy 100 per cent. Canadian out-
put. 1 know some who don’t. The
only . way to keep money in Canada
is to slrengugen our national position
by buying Canadian products. There
is no class more interested than the
manufacturer wherfever material  can
fairly be obtained, and they are in-
lerested in the whole field of produc-
tion and endeavor.] &

Good Relative Position, |
: “We are 1n a first-rate reiauve posl-:
tion,” he continued, “if we would only
Lelieve it; if we would only take ad-
vantage of it with a country all intact
and the population increasing slightly
but surely. Settlers are not only
called to the prairies but are attracted
by the undeveloped resources, Ipmber,
mines and her forest botentials. We
are lkound to get that immigration,
and we are bound to see the present
emptly siretches spanned by railways
at enormous cost, filled up, if the
Canadian people will only have it so!

Mr. A. Munro Grier, K.C., echoed the
sentiment expressed by Sir Henry
Drayton.‘ He thought an employer
should always be concerned akout his
employes, and pleaded for a - closer
union between the two. He touched
upon the resillency of the French
language, and pictured the unknown
soldier being buried with the soil of
France. used to cover him. He te-
lieved that it would be a good thing
if the excess business profits tax were
removed by the government, and spoke
about the lack of confidence displayed
by <Canadians. He did. not suggest
boasting, but felt that Canadians
should have unbounded confidence in
their country, which would make it a
land which would be a wonder to the
world.

The companies are C ed with
having “worked together” to obtain
leases on all suitable bill boards in
towns where the population is more
than 2,600. They operate thruout the
United States and in Canada.

It is alleged that the companies
used “unfair, tortuous and unlawful
methods” in excluding from these
towns their competitors in the poster
advertising business.

One of the directors of the Poster
Advertising Association, mentioned
in the indictment is Edward L. Ruddy
of Toronto.

The business of the company has
been pioneering and transportation in
advance of the railways, and in .the
early days the company operated from
the head of navigation at Yale, on
the Fraser River, thruout the north-
ern interior of British Columbia.
After the construction of the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway, Ashcroff be-|
came the gateway to the northern in-
terior of the province, and the com-
pany has operated from that point
during recent years.

Rev. W. T. Manning Chosen
Despite Anglophobe Edi-
torial by Hearst.

New York, J;n. 26.—Rev. Dr. Wil-

liam 7T. Manning, rector of Trinity
Cnurch, was elécted -bishop of the

Protestant Episcopal diocese of New |

York at a gonference called here to-
day to chose a successor to the late
Bishop Charles Sumaer Burch. The
choice was made on the third ballot.

The vote was made unanimous.
Otner candidates who figured in the
early ballots were: Rev. Dr. €harles
L. Slattery, rector of Grace Church,
New York; Bishop Nathaniel 8.
Thomas of the missionary diocese of
Wpyoming, Rev. Dr. Percy Stickney
Graat, rector of the Church of the
Ascension, New York., and Rev. Dr.
Ernest M. Stires of St. Taomas’
Church, New York.

The - Hearst newspapers took a
hand in the election of the bishop by
publishing this moraing an editorial
denouncing Dr. Manning on the
ground that me was born ia England.
This editorial was read at the con-
ference today by Rev. John P. Peters,
rector of St. Michael’s Church, in
seconding Dr. Manaing’s nomination.
A copy of the article had been sent
by telegraph to all delegates.

“Is it the Cnurch of England or
the Protestant Episeopal Church of
the United States that is selectiag a
‘bishop for its most important dio-
cese?’ asked Hearst, ‘“Will the Pro-
teetant Episcopal clergymen of New
York at their gathering today =ay
to Dr. Manning: ‘We are only Ameri-
cans, poor, second-class creatures,
not fit to rule ourselves. We need
an Englishman to hold the reins and
fasten the tight bit on us. Please
climb up oa our backs, drive us and
curb us.’"”

“This newspaper feels
predict,” the article continued, “that
American clergvmen will filad an
American’fit to be head of the great-
est diocese in the Uaited States. The
Rev. Dr. Mahning should be allowed
to continue nis present useful work,
with the big gambling institutions in
front and the profitable tenement
houses in the rear.”

TOLIFT EMBARGO
 ON RUSSIAN GOLD

Spokesmen of U. S. Industries
Urge It Before Senate
Committee.

Washington, D.C.. Jan. 26.—Argu-
ments for and against resumption of
trade with Soviet Russia were recejy-
ed today by the- senate forcign rela-
tions ~comimittée, which ‘also - hearg
charges that the state depar:iment ac-
tually was maintaining a blockade

against that country, aitho technically =§

none was supposed to exist,

Spokesmen for organized workers in”
many lifles of industry appeared to
support tne resolution of Senator
France, Republican, Maryland,
would enable TUnited Siates
firms to accept gold of the olg-
imperial Russian government, which “ig
bte.ng offered by the Soyviet authorities
in payment for foreign\goods. Theyw
said .resumption of irade would go .a
long way toward relieving the present:
industrial depression which has thrown
more than three milliogn persons in’
the United States out 05 employment.

John Spargo, of New York, who has
written exiensively on Russian con-
ditions, expressed the opposite opinion.
In a formal statement, which was ad-
mitted to the record, he declared that
renewal of trade ‘“might easily prove
the means of bringing about thé col-
lapse of our entire economic system,”
as vast credits would have to be exe
tended to carry on the trade.

Could' Work Out a Plan.

Declaring that Lenine anq Trotzky
monopolized Russian ftrade, Senatof
B ege, Connecticut, asked how it !
would be pdBsitle-to work out plang
for trade with Russig without dealing
with them. "Senator France replied
that “British statesmen have worked
out a plan for ‘the possession of the
whole of the Russian trade,” and that
he believed United States statesmen
have ability§equal to that of the Brit-
ish. ;

Charges_that the state department;
maintained an actual blockade against’
Soviet Russia were presented to the
