REPORT 10 THE
COMMONS ON

PENSION MATIER

Special Committee Submits
Seriep of Recommendations

THE CASE OF COLDNEL LABATT

Award of Pension to Member of
4 Board Found Quite Proper—

" Seme Changes in Regulations— |

Suggestion for Next Session of
House

Ottawa, May 21—After one o'clock
this morning Hon. N. W. Rowell, chair-
man of a special committee of the House
of Commons, appointed to report on the
pension board, pensions regulations, etc.,
tabled the findings of the committee. The
report contains a large number of re-
commendations, designed to improve the
existing plan of pensions, as well as a
special report dealing with the pension
granted to Colonel R. H. Labatt, a mem-
ber of the board, which has been the sub-
ject of much discussion.

The comrittee finds that Colonel La-
bat: is suffering from valvular disease
of the heart, and that he was not surfer-
ing from this disability at the date of
enlistment. It also finds that he was not
granted a pension by misrepresentation,
or by any influence, direct or indirect, on
any member of the government.

Some of the chief recommendations of
the committee are:—

1—That pensions should be awarded
for disability in accordance with the
1ank, or acting rank, of the member of
the C. E. F. at the time the disability
was incurred; that no variation in rank
=@ such disability is incurred should

ct any pension.

2. That - pensions should be discon-

tinued upon the re-enlistment of a pen-,
sioner as a member in the expeditionary

or naval forces, and that his case, upon
re-discharge, should be considered a-new,
as if his services had been continuous
from his first enlistment.

8. That whenever a pensioner is re-
quired to be medically re-examined he
shall be entitled to be paid a reasonable
amount for traveling expenses -and sub-
sistence or loss of wages.

London, May 21—During aerial fight-
ing on Saturday twenty-seven German
yairships were destroyed, three were
driven down out of control and three
German balloons were burned. Twelve

London, May 21—Of the twenty to
thirty Gotha machines which took place
in the raid on London on Sunday night,
five are reported officially to have been
brought down. Official confirmation of
a report that two others fell into the
North Sea is lacking.

One of the raiders was engaged by a
British airman who fired at close range
until the machine disappeared in a cloud.
Soon afterward the machine burst into
flames at a height of 7,000 feet and fell
a blazing wreck. Another machine was
brought down by anti-aircraft guns in|
I.ondon. Two others were brought
down while attempting to escape, one
being destrayed by British airmen. The
fifth was set afire and fell.into the sea.

A few dozen bombs were dropped
promiscuously on certain parts of the
L.ondon district, doing in a few cases no
inconsiderable damage to small dwelling
houses. Two fires were caused in large
buildings but they were soon well under
control. Some small dwelling houses
were wrecked by the bombs and much
glass was broken.

NEW GLORY WON
BY AUSTRALIANS

Capture of Ville-Sur-Ancre a
Brilliant Feat

THROUGH HAIL OF BULLETS

Waist Deep in Marsh’ as They
Move to Attack—Fierce Fight-
ing in Village Streets but Enemy
Drivea Out

With the British Army in France,
May 20—(By the Associated = Press)—
Brilliant work was done on Sunday by
the Australians on the southern front,
whereby they captured Ville-Sur-Ancre,
and advanced on a front of approxi-
mately 8,000 yards. The overseas men

i were holding their new positions strongly

on Monday and more than 400 prisoners
were sent back to the cages.

Again the Australians have evidenced
in the face of great obstacles that indom-
itable spirit which has won for them in
such hard struggles in the past.

These same men, who made such a
glorious record. in the battle at the
Brodscinde cross roads last summer, oe-
hind the same officers who carried
through the colors at Brodseinde, storm-
ed their way into Ville-Sur-Ancre on
Sunday mornig across marshes into
whose foul waters they sank waist deep
at times, With machine guns and from
an elevation the enemy pumped a steady
stream of bullets across the mist shroud-
eéd marsh lands in an attempt to stem
the onrushing Australians. It was des-
perate work, but there was no hesita-

tion on the part of the assaulting troops. |-

The Australians rushed the defence in
the face of a heawy fire and bombed the
ermans out at close guarters, standing
on the bank of a road and hurling. scores
of explosives down among the struggling
masses _of grey coats. .

The fighting in the village of Ville-
Sur-Ancre was intense. The Australians
battered their way forward by sheer
force, engaging the enemy at close
range with rifles and bayonets. There
was no stopping them and the Austral-
ians kept on until they had stormed their
way to the farther side. The streets
were strewn with enemy dead when the

_victory had been completed and a stream

of prisoners was flowing back to the rear.

Two incidents during the fighting show
:_triking contrasts that need no explana-
ion.

A Contrast

One German surrendered to an Aus-
tralian corporal, then when the corporal
lowered his rifle the German shot him
dead. This German met the quick and
painless fate which is meted out to his
itk on the battle fields.

Another German who had made a par-
ticularly gallant fight with his machine
gun, also surrendered. He had fought as
the Australians like to see a man fight
When it was seen that he wore on his
breast the Iron Cross strict orders were
given that this decoration should not be
taken from him. The colonel who led
the attack was in the forefront through-
out and captured some of the enemy

BULLET N HEAD:
REVOLVER I HAND

New Bm‘.nswick Girl Found In
Her Room in Boston

Miss Nellie Lipsett Formerdly Be-
longed in South  Devon—Police
Believe It Suicide But Are At
Loss As To What Woeuld
Prompt Deed

Boston, May 23-=-With one hand hold-
ing-a telephone rgceiver and the other
clutching a revolver;, Miss Nellie Lip-
sett, aged nineteen, ‘was found dead in
bed last night from a ‘bullet wound in
her head. Her sister Ruth made the dis-
covery when she returned after work.
The young women lived together in an
apartment in the Alston district. Tele-
phone records show that a call from the
Lipsett apartment came in several hours
before Miss Lipsett’s body was found.
The name of the person whom she call-
ed is sought by the police in: their efforts
to find a motive for the girl's death.

The police and the medical examiner
said they were convinced that Miss Lip-
sett committed suicide, but that they
were in the dark as to the cause. The
Lipsett sisters came here several weelfs
ago from Fredericton, N. B., where their
mother lives.

Mother and Five Sisters.

Fredericton, May 21—A telegram from
Boston to Rev. A. D. MclLeod, pastor
of the Devon Methodist church, con-
tained the news that Miss Nellie Lip-
sett, formerly of South Devon, had died
suddenly in Boston yesterday and that
the body would be brought here tomor-
row for service with interment at Pleas-
ant Valley, Nashwaak, the former home
of the family.

The young woman is survived by her
mother, Mrs. Lavinia Lipsett, widow of
James Lipsett, residing in Devon; also
by five sisters, Mrs. Angus McLaggan
of Nashwaak Bridge, Miss May Lipsett
of New York, Miss Ruth Lipsett of Bos-
ton, Mrs. Fred McElman, formerly of
Marysville, who went about six weeks
ago to Boston, where she now is, and
Miss Allie Lipsett, at home. Miss Ruth
Lipsett will accompany the body from
Boston. The deceased had been resid-
ing in Boston for about two years but
frequently visited her home, the last time
during the winter. She was a young
woman of attractive appearance.

CHANCELLOR AT 0DDS
WITH HIGHER COMMAND

Von Hertling and Ven Kuehlmann
Dissatisfied Over Alliance With
Austria-Hungary

London, May 21—Strong opposition to
a recently arranged alliance between Ger-
many and Austria-Hungary is voiced by
Chancellor Von Hertling and Foreign
Secretary Von Kuehlmann, according to
reports from The Hague by the corre-
spondent of the Daily Mail. They are
reported to have said that they washed
their ‘hands of the entire matter as they
objected to the methods by which the
military part of the convention was de-
vised over their heads by the German
higher command.

General Ludendorff is said to be in-
sisting that the agreement be passed and
signed at once.

The military sections bind each party
to aid the other with all its forces against
any and every enemy, thus compelling
Austria to place all her forces at the dis-
posal of Germany.

Partly Responsible For
- Irish Arrests

PLAN FOR AN UPRISING

Washingten Says Scheme of Ger-
man and Irish Agents Uncover-
ed—All Quiet in Ireland—Anti-
Conscription Committee Gives
Expression to Views

Washington, May 21—Evidence of
plotting between German and Irish
agents in this country for an uprising
in Ireland has been uncovered by United
States government agents and is partly
responsible for the recent arrest of Irish
leaders by the British government.

To Try Recruiting?

London, May 21—A total absence of
excitement in Dublin is reported in all
the despatches to the morning newspa-
pers from the Irish capital and so far as
is known there have been no untoward

| incidents in connection with the Sinn

Fein arrests anywhere in the country.
There are no outward indications that
anything has happened, is happening or
is about to happen. Some correspond-
ents say the country is generally relieved
over the arrests. A despatch to the Daily
Express from Dublin says:

“If Lord French had won a great vic-
tory on the western front he could not
have received more congratulations from
the Irish than had been accorded him
for the suppression of the seditious. Sinn
Fein. The country has recovered its
normal temperature.”

In the meantime, everyone in Ireland
and Great Britain is awaiting production
of the proof of a German plot and in
many quarters it is believed there ought
not to be any delay in making it public.
It is reported from several sources that
the government has no present intention
of publicly arraigning those under ar-
rest, who will be merely interned.

The question of Irish conscription con-
tinues to hold attention. It is asserted
that comscription has not been abandon-
ed, but that it is held in abeyance pend-
ing developments. Voluntary recruiting
plans, according to the Dublin corre-
spondent of the Daily Express are being

A NEW STEAMSHIP
SERVICE, HALIFAX
HAS SHARE IN 1T

Weekly Trips, New York, Halifax
and St. Jehn's; Freight and Pas.

New York, May 21—The Federal
Line and associated interests announced
yesterday the inauguration of a weekly
service, both freight and passenger, be-
tween New York, Halifax, N. S, and
St. John’s, Nfid.

The new line will act in co-operation
with the Canadian Government for the
shipment, to the United States, of many
Canadian commodities for which in re-
cent months, owing to war conditions,
only irregular carrying facilities have
been available.

The new line will be known as the
Nova Scotia Steamships, Limited, and
will be operated by the Federal Line,
Inc.,, as owners’ agents. Frank C. Chip-
man, formerly general manager of the
Plant Line steamers, operating from
Boston to Halifax, will have personal
charge of the new service.

BANK HOURS

In order that the staffs, which have
been reduced by the calls to arms, may
have a better opportunity to get through
with their work, the banks in Halifax
are opening at nine-thirty instead of ten
o’clock in the morning and closing at
2.30 instead of three o’clock in the after-
noon. R. H. Anderson, manager of the
Bank of Nova Scotia, Prince William
street, said this morning that earlier
hours had been talked of for the banks
in St. John, but no action has been
taken. He Dbelieved that, if a change
were being made, it would be advisable
to open earlier than nine-thirty.

SOLDIER RECOVERING

John Kennedy of 164 Sydney street,
received a telegram this morning con-
taining the glad tidings that his son,
Signaller John K. Kennedy, is recover-
ing. While in action on May 1 he sus-
tained severe burns to his face, arm and
back, and his condition was reported
as serious. He crossed overseas with the
55th battalion, but was transferred into
another unit upon his arrival in Eng-
land.

OUTTO SINK THE
NORWEGIANS

Unrestricted U-Boat Warfa?e in
Arctic—Russians also Attacked

Christiania, Norway, May 21—(By the
Associated Press)—German submarines
again have started unrestricted warfare
on Norwegian fishing boats in the Aretie,
north and east of the Neorwegian coast.
Fishermen saved from sunken vessels
and landed at Hammerfest report that
the commander of a submarine said that
all vessels met by him would be sunk
Norwegian ships especially would be de~
stroyed because he said the Norwegians
were sending fish oil and seal oil to Eng-
land. This, however, is contrary to the
truth as the export of oils is forbidden
and Germany knows it.

The U-boats are said to shell vessels
without warning and, according to the
survivors, direct a fire against life boats.

Russian fishing boats and a Russian
mail steamer from Vardoe, eastward
bound and overcrowded with passengers
also were shelled. Eight persons, among
them a postmaster and his assistant.
were killed on the deck of the steamer.
Mary others were hurt after taking to
the boats. When the commander of one
German submarine was advised that,
Russia was at peace with Germany he
answered that he acted the way it suit-
ed him.

PROPERTY HUSBAND'S BUT -
A GAVE IT 10 WiFE

Judgment in Supreme Court in Case

of Rebert J. vs. Mary J. Garnet

Mr. Justice White delivered an im-
portant judgment this morning at the
opening of the May sitting of the su-
preme court, chancery division, in the.

case of Robert J. Garnett vs. Many. Ji\

Garnett. The plaintif and defendant
were married in 1881, and lived togéther
until 1905. The plaintiff acquired a prop-
erty at 87 Brussels street, and in 1900
conveyed this to his wife. This suit
was brought to have the deed cancelled
or declared to be held in trust for the
plaintiff, on the grounds that the prop-
erty was conveyed by duress and fraud.
The plaintiff in the alternative asked for
a declaration as to his marital rights
in the property. .

It appeared from the evidenee that
the plaintiff worked on a small salary,
and that together they kept a beer shop,
first at Haymarket square and later in
Brussels street, which the wife attended
during the day, he making the beer at"
night. All moneys were put together
and after payment of expenses put into
a joint savings account. It was with
this money that the property was pur-
chased.

The defendant contends that it was
her money that purchased the property,
and the plaintiff only held it in trust for
her, and further that the consideration
for the conveyance was the moral obli-
gation of the plaintiff to provide a home
for her.

His Honor held that under the law, the
husband must be held to be entitled to
the money earned, even though she as-
sisted in the earning of it, and the prop-
erty must therefore be held to be pur-
chased with his money; that there was
no duress or fraud on the part of the
defendant, but that the conveyance was
a voluntary gift from husband to wife,
and the deed could not be set aside. As
no specific declaration was asked as to
the plaintiff’s marital rights, no decree
was made respecting that. No costs were
allowed to either party. H. A. Porter
was the solicitor for the plaintiff and,
Dr. J. B. M. Baxter, K. C.,, was solicitor
for the defendant.
