BEATRICE BRINGS ORE
JETTISONED FROM MAY

Shipment Dumped on Rocks to
Lighten Stranded Steamer Re-
covered by Launch

Bringing 304 sacks of ore which were
Jjettisoged from the steamer Princess
May t¢ allow of her being refloated
from Sentinel island, the C. P. R. coast
liner Hrincess Beatrice arrived early
on Weglnesday from Skagway and way
borts. | The ore was consigned from the
Big Thing mine in the White Horse
district to the Tyee .smelter, and was
dumped over the side on the May
while ghe was ashore, several of the
sacks ﬁeing burst. One of the gasoline
launches of Juneau salved  the ship-
ment, \which was resacked and sent
south fon the Beatrice.

At Yancouver the Beatrice unloaded
4,500 cpses of canned salmon, 40 tierces
of salf salmon and 156 boxes of salt
herring. She brought 125 passengers
south,| five of the latter landing here.
While|going | north the steamer met the
William Jolliffe, towing the Princess
May, and the salvage boat Santa Cruz
a few| miles| south of Juneau on their
way to Esquimalt. She sails for Skag-
way again on Friday evening.

Ex-Mayor HaH Says They Ought
Receive Increased "Wages
+ Asked For.

To the Times Wednesday Dr. Lewis
Hall, ex-mayor,  said he regretted the
action of the mayor and certain mem-
bers of the aldermanic board in turn-
ing down the recommendation of the
city engineer on ' the petition of the
civic employees on strest construction
work for an increase in wages and the
setting of a standard wage.

“It is notorious,” said Dr. Hall, “that
the cost of living has 'increased to such
an extent that it is extremely difficult
for the workingman to make both ends
meet at present. I 'have personal
knowledge of a number of wage-earn-
ers who ;have great difficulty in get-
ting along. In my opinion the increase
of 25 cents per day is- justified and
should be granted.”

LOSES LIFE WHILE
DUCK HUNTING

Miner Perishes in Moyie Lake—
Companion Rescued in Ex-:
haunsted Condition

Moyie, Sept. 13.—Moyie lake was the
Scene of a sad ' boating fatality the
other day when Thomas Hudgeon, a
miner. at the St. Eugene mine,: lost
his life by the averturning of a canoe.

It seems that after the '‘ddy’s work,
deceased in company with John Taylor,
a timberman in the same mine, started

taking: their guns along in -cése ‘they
should see some ducks. They landed
on the south shore of the upper lake,

and were about to start for home when
Hudgeon saw a flock of ducks a. little
distance" out. At once he. was.eager
to go ‘dfter them, Taylor wishing to
return” homé. After saying he -would
go alone, Taylor accompanied him, and
they were just getting In range when
the ducks took to the wing for a little
distance. Hudgeon insisted on follow-
ing them. On getting in range Taylor
shot; wounding one, and they gt once
proceeded 'in “that direction. Hudgeon
was paddling in the stern, Taylor keep-
ing his eyes open, when suddenly the
canoe upset, throwing both of them
in the water.

A 'Tittle- sea'was on at the time, "and
both:men had difficulty*in: hanging on
to the canoe. Twice Hudgeon lost his
hold, and both times he was saved by
Taylor, but no rescue was in sight, with
a wind carrying them toward a point
five miles-up the -lake: Finally Hud-
geon’s strength gave:out @nd he sank.
Taylor’s. cries for help ;were heard by
Duncan McLaren, of the Cranbrook
police force, who was camping at the
lower end of the lake. He immediately
started out in a’'launch, arriving just
in time to save Taylor. Taylor was
fouhd in a very exhausted condition,
but after a little care he was himself
again. Hudgeon was well and favor-
ably known here. His body was found
in about 80 feet of water. He was a
native of ‘the Isle of Man and about
24 years of age.

August Johnsen of Revelstoke, Crushed |.

to Death by Runaway Team.

Revelstoke,| Sept. 13.—August John-
son, one of the pioneers of this district
and oldest residents in-Revelstoke, lost
his. life under’ tragic circumstances.
Johnson was hauling wood:on the road
across the Columbia river, and on go-
ing down hill the load slipped and fell,
throwing Johnson . violently to the
ground beneath the horses’ feet. - The
team taking fright, boltedy dashing
down the road, the wagon going over
Johnson. Another team following
stopped and the driver picked up the
injured man -who was badly bruised
and crushed.

Medical aid was summoned, but
Johnsen died almost as soon as the
dctor arrived. Johnson was 50, years
of age and a native of Sweden.

TWO BOYS FINED $50
FOR SHOOTING BIRDS

Had Cock Pheasants Plucked and
Ready for Pot When Deputy
Game Warden Arrived

In the provincial court on Tues-
day . afternoon William and John Perry,
two Italian youths, with Anglicized
names, were charged with having cock
pheasants in their possession prior to

the opening of the game season. “They
were defended by R. C. Lowe but were
found guilty and were fined $50 each.

The case was called yesterday morn-
ing but the boys-did-mot appear, and
when it was again called in the after-
noon, it was found that the boys talked
English poorly and - an sadjournment
wasg taken till three o’clock for the
court ‘to obtain an interpreter.

The arrest was made on Sunday last
by Deputy Game Warden Gidley, in
the Royal Oak district, where he found
the accused with cock pheasants in
their possession. The birds had been
shot<and plucked and were ready for
cooking.

THREE FIRES.

New Westminster, Set. 13.—No less
than three fire alarms were rung in
from different parts of the city Sun-
day. The second one, sent in from
Lulu island about 7 o’clock in the even-
ing, was the most serious. An old
Chinese apartment house, part of the
buildings of the Unique cannery, caught
fire in some unknown manner and
burned to the ground in the presence
of -about a thousand people who saw
the blaze as they were proceeding to
the = different churches of the city.

MAY START WORK :
ON BRIDGE SOON

Mr. Wardell Asked for Opinion
Regarding Structure for Sec-
ond Narrows

North Vancouver, Sept, 13.—The di-
rectors of Burrard Inlet Tunnel . &
Bridge Company are evidently leaving
no effort untried to further matters
with- regard to the commencement of
actual construction on the bridge at
Second’ Narrows at the earliest possible
date. Several meetings of the direct-
ors. have been held of late, at which
matters of importance have been con-
sidered.

It is: understood upon excellent au-
thority tlhiat the board favors the erec-
tion of a bridge of the semi-high level
type, the floor of which would be fifty-
five feet above high<water mark. It is
thought that while some kind of a draw
span.would be nhecessary in such a
bridge, yet the instances in which its
use would be required would be very
few, imasmuch-as nearly all the ves-
sels which would have occasion to pass
the ‘bridge . would be able 'to pass under
at fifty-five feet.

The exact type of draw span to he
adopted is now under consideration.
The descent to the waterfront on the
north shore, from a“height of fifty-five
feet would not be in any way a diffi-
cult problem. It is reported that Mr.
‘Wardell who designed and superintend-
ed the construction of the Fraser river
bridge and who has acted in the same
capacity with respect to bridges in the
city of Vancouver, has been consulted
with respect to the type of bridge, etc.,
but definite action will probably be
postponed until the several municipali-
ties subscribing to the cost of the
bridge have appointed their representa-
tives on the board.

‘When the plans are completed it will
be necessary to forward them to Ot-
tawa for the approval of the depart-
meént after which it is the intention to
forward copies to England and other
places in order that the largest and
best companies may have opportunity
to submit tenders for the construction
of the bridge.
