FIRE-BELLS ANNOUNCED
THE DAWN OF PEACE

Thanksgiving Service Held tn.Drill Hatt
Last Night—Rousing Speeches, ..
Large Attendance,

The war is over.

Such was the welcome message thati
gpread over the wires to waiting Vic-
toria yesterday merning, bringing joy
to every heart. True, it had been hour-
ly expected, but this did not detract in
the slightest from the ferwent nature of |
its reception mor the ‘infense feeling of |
thankfulness snccecding 4  realization
that the strife whick bad existed for
thirty-one months was at last at an end.
Immediately the news was received it |
was made public. Flags floated over all
the principal buildings ef the city, “‘hilO;
private residences, from the suburbs in |

were decoratéd with ensigns and bunting !
in an incredibly short time,

About noon the fire bells rang out the ;
joyful tidings so that all Victoria should
know it had just cause for rejoicing. The
late-rising citizen had ne need to ask
the whys and wherefores of the decor-
ation and’ demonstration.” Instinetively
every one knew that at last the desper-
ate Boers had become convinged of the
futility of prolonging a hopeless strug-
gle, and had agreed to the terms laid
dcwn by Lord Iitchener.

At once, on the receipt of the intelli-
genee, it was  bulletined on the Times
window and prominent points around
tcewn: © ‘Crowds soon . gathered. and the
message went from mouth to mouth
dwarfing alike iunto insignificance every
other topic important or ‘minor. 'The:
Licut.-Governor, Mayor Hayward,
RearcAdmiral Bickford, Lieut.-Col.
Grant, R. I, and other prominent peo-
plé were motified and “all expressed de.]
light over the routcome of the negotia-
tions at the theatre of war,

A 'Times special was issued early in
the afternoon and distributed all over
the city. They were seized upon with
almost feverish haste as .they reached
the street, so intent were the people
tc gain every bit of information avail-
able of the final act in connection with
the South African struggle.

Preparations were at once made for
the thanksgiving sgervice which was held
at the drill hall. It was decided to com-
mence the proceedings at 9 o’clock' to
give the congregations of 'the various
churches ample time to attemnd. It was
peculiarly fitting that the . drill hall
should be .the scene of such a service.
It was here that Victorians were massed
to bid farewell te this city’s first con-
tribution to the cause of Empire. It
was here' that patriotic ' entertainments .
and demonstrations were held through-
ont the period of hostilities now at an|
end. |

1t was here also that citizens stood
with bowed heads and emotion mingled
with pride, as the ensign drapery was
drawn  aside, and -disclosed the tablet
placed there in memory of Victoria's
noble dead, who are sleeping on the
far off veldt. And during last night’s
service many a mind travelled swiftly |
back to that night in November when, '
amid a whirlwind of enthusiasm, that
little khaki clad band bade farewell and
marched away—some alas to return not
wore, ‘

Victoria, bearing the  name of the
late lamented Sovereign, and a reputa- |
tion for its heart-felt loyalty, took a
deep, all-abiding interest ' in the war.
