JULES VERNE “DEAD.WITHOUT REST
FOR FOUR WEEKS.

Pâssed Away at Amiens at the Age of 
Seventy-Seven.Gunshu Pass, March 24, noon.—The 

Russian retreat has now reached the vil­
lage of Sipinghai, 74 miles north of Tie 
pass, where it has temporarily halted. 
The army has been practically four 
weeks without rest, and it is natural 
that fatigue should be evident.
