Chicago, Nov. II.—The shores of 
Lake Superior, Lake Huron and Lake 
Erie were strewn tonight with the 
wreckage of three days’ gale, and 
snow storm which cost the lives of 
probably three score persons, turned 
bottom up in mid-lake a three hundred 
foot vessel with Its crew, wrecked or 
grounded numerous other craft and 
caused a property loss as yet uneeti- 
mated, but which will run Into the mil­
lions.

The details of the storm, which lit­
erally swept from the western end of 
Lake Superior to the eastern shore of 
l4tke Erie, became known only today 
when survivors began arriving In 
various ports with tales of hardships 
and heroic rescues seldom equalled 
on the lakes.

On land the storm hit hardest at 
Cleveland, Ohio, where 21 inches of 
snow fell, five persons were killed and 
ten others lost, and where $2,000,000 
damage was caused to property .chiefly 
telegraph and telephone companies, 
thus keeping that city out of direct 
communication for two days. The 
death toll, with many towns unreport­
ed, is thus told:

Twenty-five, perhaps forty men, 
probably drowned In the overturning 
of a freighter found floating In Lake 
Huron.

The escapes from death were numer­
ous. After the storm about Friday 
midnight had blown away the forward 
part of the ship, Captain J. W. Bud­
dies ton, of the steamer L. C. Waldo, 
navigated- by a small, Inaccurate com­
pass, and the aid of a lantern held* by 
a sailor. In this way he guided him 
self
crew on landing suffered Intense cold 
and hunger until their rescue today.

The crew of the Turret Chief, when 
struck the rocks In Lake 

Superior, were forced to go ashore 
scantily clad. They built a hut to pro­
tect them from the blizzard.

It was impossible even to estimate 
the loss to vessels wrecked or dam­
aged by grounding. Shippers In De­
troit estimated the lose in Lake 
Huron and the Detroit and St. 
Clair Rivera alone to be 
several hundred- thousand dollars. 
Three of the wrreckedi steamers In­
crease the loss by $500,000, while the 
scores of smaller craft driven ashore 
In Lake Superior and Lake Erie will 
send the total much higher.

Referring to a remark of a previous 
speaker, that the offer of reciprocity 
was still open, he said that the ques­
tion of reciprocity between the two 
countries would never be entirely set­
tled. Because a certain pact was not 
carried out, it did not mean that reci­
procity between the two countries was 
not going on and Increasing daily, he 
said:

“There is a reciprocity greater and 
deeper than the exchange of butter 
and eggs, tomatoes, and potatoes,” he 
continued. "There is the reciprocity 
of language, the ideals, and literature. 
That kind of reciprocity is going on 
freely, and long may it continue and 
develop, while material reciprocity is 
also going forward.

"There is a reciprocity in immigra

A 
special report presented to the coun­
cil today shows that the city can sup­
ply gas for eighty-five cents per thou­
sand with no meter rental. It is also 
found that the poor quality of the 
gas now supplied makes the price 
equivalent to $1.53 per thousand.
