Mediators Working  on Plan
for Temporary Government
Composed of Representa-
tives of Both Factions.

Washington, May 12.—Elimination
of General Huerta and the establish-
ment of a provisional government jn
Mexico in which both the Huerta and
the Constitutiomalist faction would be
is lated in a plan
which the three South American med-
iators are now working out to be pro-
posed for the solution of the entire
Mexican problem.

This, the first intimation ‘as to the
details of the ‘mediation plans, became
known tonight, though heither the
mediators nor the state department
officials would make any statemeént
as to how nearly complete is the plan
to be submitted to the American and
the Mexican delegates when they
meet the South American envoys -at
Niagara Falls, Canada, next Monday.

It was learned that the proposal
might be that the setting up of a tem-
porary government be undertaken by
a commission composed of five per
sons, two of them to be named by
Huerta, two by the Constitutionalists
and the fifth by the mediators.

Vera Cruz, May 12.—~Tampico was
under bombardment by the Constitu-
tionalists the entire day. Admiral
Mayo, commanding the United States
ships lying off that 'port, reported
that artilery fire had been in 'prog-
ress from nipe o'clock this morniag.

FEAR REBELS
WILL DESPOIL
THE CHURGHES

WArchbishop of Mexico City on
Way to Rome to Discuss
Situation With Pope, Says
Riot of Looting Probable.

Vera Cruz, May 12.—The Most Rev.
Jose Flora Del Rio, Archbishop of
Mexico City, and the Right Rev. Jesus
Maria Bschavarria, bishop of Saltillo,
reached here today on a train aboard
which were eighty, American refugees,
eighteen of whom came from Saltillo.
Most of the refugees had spent two or
three weeks in prison.

The archbishop and bishop are on
their way to Rome to lay before the
pope the facts in the Mexican situa-
tion. It is intimated that the arch-
bishop has been summoned by the
pope. Whether he will recommend to
the pope any line of action is consid-
ered. doubtful,’ but he is convinced
that the pontiff would use his high
office to effect a lasting peace.

The archbishop let it be known here
that he has grave fears regarding the
faté of thousands of non-combatants
in the capital, and he wexpressed his
belief that should the Zapata forces
enter the city there would be & riot of
looting, especially . of the, cathedral
and the churches, which are popular-
ly suppoged .to be filled with treasure.

Frederick Adams, confidential man
of Lord Cowdray, accompanied -the
party, -but his interest, he insisted,
was merely to look aftef the church
men in his capacity as a British sub-
Ject.

*Archbishop Del Rio, whose appear-
ance was more that of a Spaniard
than of a Mexican, was a picturesque
figure as he alighted from the train.
He wore a linen duster and cape cut
along the lines of the clerical garb,
Chaplain John F. Chenoweth of the
United ®States infantry introduced
himself and assured the Mixican pre-
lates that he had been instructed by
General Funston to extend to them
whatever courtesies he was able, but
they were too nervous to do more
than murmur their thanks.

The archbishop’s efforts in the
capital for months past induce Huerta
to retire from the presidency are well
known, and according to reliable re-
ports, he has said on more than one
occasion that he favored intervention,
as he was convinced that that was
the only means to restore and main-
tain peace in Mexico.

The alleged determination of Villa
to deal severely with the dignitaries
of the church and the disfavor with
which the rebels, both north and
south, rgard all those who wear the
robes of the church, are said to have
for a basis the financial assistance
which the church has extended to
Huerta. Early in Huerta's campaign
against the rebels the church con-
tributed 7,000,000 pesos, and the
amount {8 said now to have reached
20,000,000 pesos. While it is true
that financial aid has been given, the
churchmen are known to have pro-

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PROTESTANT BURIED IN
UNCONSEGRATED PART
OF CATHOLIC CEMETERY

Some of Relatives Favored it
and Brother May Ask - the
Courts to Secure Removal,

Montreal, May 12.—A sequel to the
burial of L. Lefond, a Protestant farm-
er, who lived near St. Scholastique,
Que., in unconsecrated ground con-
nected with the Roman Catholic
cemetery there at the request of some
of his relatives and against the wish-
es of others came today when deceas-
ed brother, J. F. Lafond, laid the mat-
ter before the Montreal Presbytery at
its meeting in Knox church.
