Even in the older cities, this difficulty 
will be encountered, and the man or wo­
man who can take care of his or her own 
wardrobe, and do a little coolring should 
occasion require has a long head start in 
the race, which is before you all.

To those who are coming into the coun­
try with a few dollars in their pockets, I 
would most earnestly say, put your money 
in the bank for a year or two at least, 
and do not let even your nearest neigh­
bor know that you have it. Be content 
to work for someone else for a time until 
you learn something of Canadian condi­
tions of life.

D. Russell Jack, whose letters to the 
Telegraph have been a valued feature of 
the .paper for some months, returned home 
on the C. P. R. steamer Lake Manitoba 
yesterday, after five months’ tour of Great 
Britain and the Continent.

That was the last he saw of them, how­
ever, for they never reached the consulate, 
and Mr. Jack is consequently the loser of 
much that he valued for reference and 
future use.
