a hazirdous proceeding. Such parents
may say: * We grew up in the publiz
schools ourselves, and kept our faith.'’
Yes, but evidently with a rather slight
hold, as their chronic opposition to
the Church on this grave matter
proves. Yet, granting that they hold
some sort to the Faith, and would
on no account contemplate the possi
bility of dying without the Sacra-
ments, they should realize how much
greater are the dangers in these later
days, and how muh more stringent
should be the precautions against them.
The boys and girls of twenty five or
twenty years ago may have imbibed a
pitiable solf-contempt — socially and
religionsly speiking—and a conviction
of non Catholic superiority in all that
this world can give. But their chil-
dren add to this bad heritage a readi-
pess to question not only the discipline
but the doctrine of ths Chureh, and
the waak faith they possess dies in a
gust of passion, or before some im-
agined prospect of worldly advantage.
Attendance at the Sacraments is not
compatible with certain ‘‘get rich
quick ' schemes or allegel Platonic
friendships which appeal to their im
agination.

Now is the time for parents to medi-
tate seriously on a choice of schools
for their boys and girls who are not
yet, astray from paths of peace and
safety.
