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Not impressed with vandalism

I can only go by what | have
heard from other students, and
by the report in last week's
issue of the Brunswickan. | am
referring to the conduct of cer-
tain people from Neill House
during a social with McLeod. |
do not understand how or why
anyore wouid want to inten-
tionally destrcy a building in
such a systematic, floor by
floor, rampage. There is ab-
soiutely no excuse for this type
of conduct.

After reading the article, my
first impression was to have
the guiity persons expelled
from UNB. Such rowdy and
disorderly conduct should nct
be tolerated.

i would like to remind
everyone, that all students
have been warned about their
conduct while attending UNB. |
am referring specifically to P.
13 of the September 17th issue
of the Brunswickan. There is a
“Notice to Students” concern-
ing theft, disorderly and rowdy
conduct, and vandalism. This
notice says:

“The Board of Deans also
wishes to issue a clear warning

that it will not tolerate
disorderly or rowdy conduct,
or bullying behavior on cam-
pus.

Evidence of such behavior
may lead to disciplinary action,
even to a recommendation for
expulsion from the University.
The rights of others must be
respected.”

There is another paragraph
concerning vandalism which
says: “"Damage to University
property, and to the property
of other people, will also be
treated as a serious offence,
and if evidence is sufficient,
charges may be laid."”

A copy of the Student
Discipiinary code was also
printed in the October 1st issue
of the Brunswickan.

Although many people
believe that expulsion from
UNB may be toco harsh a
punishment, stop and think for
a minute. Nine people inten-
tionally cause damage to a
building, roughly $1,000.00
worth of damage. Perhaps this
estimate may be $1,500.00.
Take $1,500, divide by nine,
and each person pays opprox-
imately $167.00° Over a five
month period, Dec. to April,

this brecks down to a mere
$33.90 a month. Not too much.
Some students pay out that
much in one weekend for
booze at any of the bars in
town.

Unfortunately, | have no
sympathy for the guilty per-
sons. | have been involved in
censtruction and | am aware of
the high costs of building
materials. Not to mention the
salaries for the men who
repair the damages. It has also
created an inconvenience for
the women of Mcleod,
crowding of washroom
facilities, for who knows how
long?

| would also like to point out
that there has been an increas-
ing amouni of vandalism at
Head Hall as well. This type of
conduct must be stopped, or it
might get worse. Doesn't
anyone care about anything
anymore? How about a little
respect for the University? If
we, the students, don't give a
damn about the University,
then who will? | am not im-
pressed!

Betrayed and berated

Lord Carrington, British
Foreign Secretary, once
described the apparent at-
titude of Soviet foreign policy
in the following manner:
"What is ours is ours; what is
yours is negotiable.” He might
just as well have been an
observant student at UNB ex-
pressing concern over the ap-
parent eottitude of new SRC
President John Bosnitch,
wheose attitude seems alarm-
ingly similar: "What is mine is
mine, and what is yours will
soon be mine.” At least that is
the impression one receives on
observing his dealings with the

Brunswickan this week. One

does not need to be an ac:
compiished student politician
or indeed to be in the thick of
SRC affairs to be cble to detect
that something is not guite
right with the manner in which
he cenducts his business. Any
casual but careful observer can
easily discover that his attitude
leaves a lot to be desired.

In the few weeks that he has
been president, Bosnitch has
already acted in a sufficiently
inappropriate manner as o
confer a fecling of betrayal on
many of those students who
voted for him in the SRC elec-

tions. It's not so much what
Bosnitch does, but rather the
way in which he dces it. His re-
cent dealings with the
Brunswickan are a case in
point. Observing his persistent
and petty attempts to get ex-
actly what he wanted from the
Brunswickan staff concerning
the new SRC information page,
| was filled with a sense of
despair that @ man so unco-
operative was our president.
He was inflexible, demanding,
and condescending, and whilst
the demands in themselves
seemed worthy of considera-
tiori, the manner in which they
were delivered was impolite
and belitiling. ]

| sincerely hope thai the
presidency isn't going to spoil
Bosnitch and tempt him to de-
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those. under him. | don't see
any good reason for complain-
ing so vehemently about a sub-
mission that was late anyway,
especially when the
Brunswickon staff included and
arronged the material to the
best of their ability. Bosnitch
should consider himself
privileged to be the president
of the governing student body
of such a fine institution as
UNB. Similarly, he is extremely
fortunate to be able to cloim

association with the
Brunswickan, since your
newspaper is clearly commit-
ted to quality journalism.
Perhaps Bosnitch should be a
little more humble, and con-
centrate on building a record
of concrete achievements for
the students which he promis-
ed so readily not so long ago.

May | remind Bosnitch that
the Brunswickan is a good
newspaper, put together by a
small group of staff members
with. limited time and under
considerable pressure. The
quality of the results of ali the
hard werk fluctuates like any
other paper, but the efforts are
ot all times accommodating
and commendabla. This invites
apprecigtion for. their efforts,
rather than indifference and
awkwardness. | hope that you
will never be discouraged or
deterred from pointing this out
to President Bosnitch and
ungrateful others; not by con-
frontation, negotiation, or
force, but the best possible
means - by example.
