In his address to the members of 
graduating class, G/C. Carling- 

Kelly declared that they were ob­
taining one of the greatest honours 
in receiving their wings as qualified 
pilots.

“You 
have qualified for the job that lies 
ahead. How well you do that job 
depends on your character, qualifi-
