He 
had finished the • work of redemption completely, 
satisfactorily, gloriously, and the Father for whom 
He had done the work, set His seal of approbation 
upon it by raising Him out from among the dead. 
■(Rom. vi. 4). He was declared to be the Son of God 
with power, by the resurrection from the dead. 
(Rom. i. x).

“ He was delivered for our offences, and was raised 
«gain for our justification.” (Rom. iv. 25). “ And
by Him all that believe are justified from all things.” 
(Act xiii. 39).
