great difference.

Tt will doubtless surprise many to hear
that thousands of people make a living by
collecting insects. These rank from the
men who have become celebrated for their
work and diseoveries in the field, to the
natives who are trained by them, and by
missionaries, to catch and preserve the
flitting children .of the sunshine. A few
of the professional collectors, who have be-
come worl@ renowned among the scientists
are Bates, who hunted along the Amazon
and who wrote, “The Study of Butterflies,
creatures selected as the types of airiness
and frivolity, instead of being despised,
will some day be valued as one of the
most imported branches of biological sci-
ence.”” The Marquis Antinori, in Abys-
sinia; Stanley, Baron Wissmann and Pro-
fessor Pogge, in the Dark Continent, Mec-
Clay, in ‘Australia; and also the -late
Henry Edwards, the actor, whose collec-
tion was acquired by the Museum of
Natural History in New York; Doherty
and Ribbee, in New Guinea; and Captain
Yankowsky in Western China and Thibet.
Besides these, as hinted, are the mission-
aries. -~ Sent to the furthest ends of .the
earth, they are nearly always commissiQp-
ed to collect insects by some of the grédt
museums, dealers. or private collectors.
These in turn, besides converting the ig-
norant natives, train’ them to the work,
and thus are taken insects which inhabit
jungles impenetrable to any but thepe
native hunters. On tlke north American
continent, north of Mexieo, which latter
country is counted in the tropical belt,
much valuable collecting has been done by
Morrison in the south and southwestern
states; Bruce in Colorado; Wright in Cali-
fornia; Cunningham in Oregon; Jacob
Doll in Arizona; Captain Giddes, Bean,
Danby and C. de B. Green in British Co-
lumbia; Lieutenant Schwatka in A_Xlaska.;
Prafpssor James Fletcher in Ontario; gnd
Corporal Israel of the Greely equdxtmn,
in the frigid locality of Lady Franklin bay.

Many and varied have been the experl-
ences which they have encountgred; ex-
tremely perilous have béen their adven-
tures on hundreds ob occasions. In the
cause of science they have been indefatig-
able, working day and night. They have
the jungle,
the wild beasts of the forests, the fevers
of the swamps and the snow storis of the
mountain tops, to say nothing off fatigue,
privation, hunger, thirst, and the heat @nd
glare of tropical suns.

flies belong to an order o. insects called
lepidoptera, which means “sealy wings.”
Science sub-divides it into three groups,
namely: !

Butterflies, or “day flies”—Rhopalocera.

Hawk-moths, or “dawn flies,” and

Noctuas, or “night flies.”

The two latter groups being commonly
called moths—Heterocera. The line of
distinction s somewhat arbitrarily drawn,
although the most prominent features or
points are, that the butterflies have
threadlike antennae (commonly - called
feelers) knobbed or clubbed at their ends;
their wings are erect when at rest, except
in the Hesperidae, which, when at rest,
have the upper wings erect, the hind
wings being horizontally flattened #ut.
This group, considered the lowest in stwmec-
ture of the day flies, shows evidence of
distant relationship to the Noctuas. They
|ﬂy by day only.

The Hawk-moths (Sphinges) or Sphinx
'lmoths have the (feelers) antennae thicken-
led in the middle, tapering at the end and
frequéntly hooked at the end or tip; the
wings are narrow in proportion to their
length, and are confined together by a
bristle or bunch of stiff hairs. When at
rest the wings are more or less inclined
like a roof, the upper omes covering the
lower wings. A feew fly by day, but the
majority in the morning and evening twi-
light. The Moths have the antennae
neither knobbed nor thickened in the mid-
dle. They taper from the base, where
they join the head, to the extremity, and
are either naked, like a hair or bristle or
are feathered on each side; as a rule the
hair-like antennae denotes that the moth
is a female, and the feathered or plumose
antennae denotes it to be a male. The
wings are confined together by bristles
and hooks, and when at rest the first pair
(nearest the head) covers the hind wings
and are more or less sloping. They fly
wmostly by night. To now give a more
specific description of the various species
known by the writer to inhabit the hills
and woods of Rossland it is necessary to
state, that having had but little time and
few epportunities.of hunting in this dis-
‘trict it by no means follows that the fol-
i lowing list is complete. Far from it. The
fact is, Rossland is such a large field to

They Will Be Seen No More in Rossland
After Thursday.

F. W. Peters, district freight agent of
| the Canadlan Pacific railway, was in the
city yesterday from Nelson, and left on
the evening train for home. In speaking
{ of the standardizing of the Columbia &
Western railway, between this city and
Trail, he said: “On Thursday of this
week, unless the unexpected happens, the
narrow gauge cars and locomotives will
all be taken to Trail and will be seen no
more in Rossland. , Even that superb pas-

| Brigham Young, the ruler of the Mor-
mosk as his private ear, when he was in
the flesh, will be relegated to disuse for
the time being at least, The next cars
tHat will be seen will be of the broad
gauge type, and the first broad gauge train
will probably be the passenger that will
arrive shortly before midnight on Thurs-
day. The completion of this broad gauge
will be a great convenience to the people
! of Rossland, as it ‘will avoid the breaking
of bulk at Trail, where goods consigned to
this city had to be taken off broad gauge
cars and put on narrow gauge cars. It
will save considerable time, too, as the
operation of loading and unloading was
the source of considerable delay in
freights consigned to this city. The Im-
perial transcontinental train will be start-
ed on the 18th, and on the same day a
daily passenger service will be inaugurated
on the Crow’s Nest railway.”

A New Claimant For the Property Has
Turned Up. €

It is not generally known, says the New
Westminster Columbian, that a new
claimant for the possession of Deadman’s
1sland has turned up in the persom of Mr.
John Collier, one of the proprietors of the
Central hotel in this city.

Uwing to the great publicity given to
the dispute between the Dominion gov-
ernment, which has leased the island to
Mr. Ludgate, the Provincial government,
and the city of Vancouver, the situation
has, become well known ‘wherever Can-
adian, and particularly British Columbian
newspapers circulate. In England the
progress of events was closely followed, es-
pecially by those who had lived here, or
whose friends are here, and among these
was a friend of Mr. Collier, who, after:
loocking into the matter, wrote him, and
informed him that in 1843, Deadman’s
Island was purchased, or pre-empted, by
hig father, Thomas Collier, who was then
in this country. Mr. Collier is ignorant
of anything beyond the fact that his
tather owned the island, and that his
patent to the property, together with
other documentary evidence, was recordent
at Somerset House, and will be duly for-
warded. In about a fortnight’s time, Mr.
Collier says he will be in a position to give
more particulars of the estate to which he,
as eldest son, has fallen heir, and, in the
meantime, the various claimants can chew
the cud of reflection.

WANT OF PRESSURE.

The Water System Showed Up at the
Masonic Hall Fire.

The fire at the Masonic hall early yes-
terday morning afforded an alarming and
instructive object lesson anent the present
waterworks system in this city. ‘When
the second hose was attached to the tem-
porary hydrant at the corner of Le Roi
avenue and Butte street, and the water
turned on, the, assembled crowd had the
spectacle presented to them of the firemen
being forced to climb on the roof of a
shed attached to the hall in order to pour
the water on the fire, there being so little
force available that this was the only way
the branch could be utilized. To under-
stand why this was the case, a glance at
the source of supply is instructive. From
a point a little west of Lincoln street on
Columbia avenue to St. Paul street the
sub-main is only four inches, and from the
last memtioned point to the temporary
hydrant referred to the supply pipe is only
a three-inch one, hence the want of power
stated.

Under the system certified by the city
engineer to be necessary ,in order to pro-
vide adequate fire protection, the two sub-
mains referred to would be eight and six
inches respectively. With this new equip-
ment entirely taking the place of the pres-
ent one, there would be no necessity of
climbing up to pour water down upon
any confazration that might occur.

 VEGETABLE GARDENS.

of the City.

The vegetable gardens to the south of
the city are inning to blossom and
bloom, and considerable of the lettuce,
beets, carrots, radishes and onions now
used in the city come from there.. There
are about 30 acres under cultivation, and
these are divided off into six farms of
about five acres each. The water for ir-
rigation is obtained from Trail creek, and
is led by little ditches all over the culti-
vated spaces. Many kinds of vegetables
are raised on these little farms. There are
two white men and four Chinese who
lease this arable land, and they raise from
three to four crops a year upon them. The
growth is stimulated by means of fertiliz-
ers. The soil is ndturally very rich and
vegetables quickly mature in it. It is
claimed that this year these gardens will
produce at least $15,000 worth of vege-
tables. Some of the plats cultivated by
the Chinese have as many as 10 gardeners
employed during the busy season. The
products of these farms find a ready sale
in Rossland, as they have the merit of be-
ing fresh, which is one which it admired
by users of vegetables.
