Possibly this is one reason
why, on the part of the whites in gen
eral, there seems to be no inelination to
have any closer connection with the
E \lians than business relations demand.
In‘a few individual instances, as men-
| tioned before, there may be exceptions
| to this rule, but it is well known that
[ the two races rarvely meet in good so- |

probably not sorry for this, but pursue

Collins, now of
the town of Listowel, then owned lot
15, on the 6th concession, called a meet-
ing in view of finding out what induce-
ment he would get by way of getting
milk supplied, uid he undertake to
[ esiablish a - cheese faciory on his farm, |
8o during the eng uing  spring not only
Mr, Collins but also Robert Turnbull |
[and Robert Cleland each started a fac-
tory on their farms. The industry prov
ing remunerative; other larmers in
their separate distriets throu hout the |
wownship followed in succession and
‘actories were built almost annually for |
anumberof years, and although some |
(have given up the manufacture, stiil |
the quantity of milk sent to factories
has been adily on the inerease till
Lhe present season. And although I am
(notin possession of ficures to
correet estimate of the quantity or
welght of cheese made in this township
still I venture tosay that it will be be-
tween 550 and 600 tons this season, from

HANGED

BIRCHALL’S LIFE OVER.

HE GOES TO THE GRAVZ WITHOUT CON-
FESSING.

The murder of I'rederick (' Benwell
has been avenged. R wald  Birehall
was executed on the seafioldin the yard
of Woodstock jail Fric Py morning, Nov,
L died without
3sing, without even alluding in
to his eri Ile made no
speech or remark of any kind after get
jail yard, save a casual one
to the executioner, I« maintained hLis
nerve throughout, and but for a ghast-
ly pallor gaye no evidence of the emo-
tion within his breast. From beginning
to end he did not flinch or lose lis selt-
possession. Ile died bravely and as lLe
said he would do,

“Good-bye, Reggie; bear up; God hless
you,” were the last words of the wife,
and his last farewell was: “Good-bye,
Flo, dear; be brave,” "These were the
heart-breaking words of parting as Mus.
Birchall wentout of the Jail early Fri
day morning after an interview with
him that had lasted for five or six hours,

“Birchall says you're a fine, sharp-
iooking fellow,” 'says the cock, “and
wonders that you follow such a calling,”

“That’s very kind of him, I'm sure”
said the hangman, “Wjg I, [ don’t hang
him because 1 like to do it, but I see
1o harmin it.

THE PROCESSION.

At 8:15 Birchall was asked by the
deputy if he were ready, and gave a
prompt reply in the'afiirmative. A
minute later and the exeentioner e nter

ed thecell and strapped the prisoner's |

arms.  He took the proceeding very
cooly, and made no comment upon ‘it.
Then he descended the spiral staircase
that led into the retunda which opened
into the yard. 1lis step was firm and
elastic, and he required no a sistance,
ITere he was joined by Rev. Mr. Wade,
who had thrown a surplice over his
clothes and carried a prayer-book in his
hand. Birchall’s friend, My, Leetham,
vas waiti here, too, and stepping
forward grasped the left hand of the
it warmly in
both his own. Bringing up the rear ot
the fatal procession, the feeble old sher-
iff of the county was assisted by a tip-
staiff.

Before any of the members of the
melancholy procession could be seen
Mr. Wade could be
heard readingin clear and distinet tones
in which, however, there was a percept-
ible tremor, the solemnly beautiful ser-
vice for the dead of the English Church
as he descended the steps leading into
the yard.

And now the moment had come
when Birchall was to look his last oil
human faces, and on the bright sun
light, and on g things of the earth.
The executioner produced the black
cap; but before it was drawn over the
face of the man about to die mr. Wade
stepped forward - and received from
Birchall a kiss upon the lipsin token of
favewell. The clergyman then proceed
ed to recite the Lord's l“ﬂu\l'l'. the exe-
cutioner meantime having drawn the
black silk cap down over Birchalls

thus. Now, if ever, Birchall must have
broken down. Bul he yielded not a
hair's breadth, and during those five
seconds stood as firm and motionless as
a man could stand, One more atom Le
was to have of interconrse with the
world. It was the fatal hand-grasp of
the executioner. Then, indeed. all - was
over,
TIHE DROP.

Another instant and the chisel had
eut the rope, the 350 pound weight had
fallen,and even as the PAasLor pronounc
ed the words, “Thy will be done,” Dir-
chall was swung off the earth and hung
quivering from the gallows in face of
those of the spectators who could ven-
ture to look upon o horrible a scerie.
He died without a moan. Ile was un.
conscious almost instantly. It was,
however, three and one-half
before the movements of his limbs
ceased, and full six minntes before his
pulse had ceased to beat and life had
been extinguished. T'Le physicians who
counted his convulsions put. them at
5l.  Two minutes after the drop his
pulse was going at the rate of 60, Four
