PARLIAMENTARY DENIALS.

The Liberal press has made strenu-
ous and indignant protest from time
to time that the opposition exhibited
discourtesy in refusing to accept the
statements of ministers and govern-
ment representatives on the floor of
the house, especially in the shape of
denials of allegations made against
them. It was even a sore point that
members of the opposition while form-
ally accepting the word of members,
as in duty bound by parliamentary
etiquet, acted very much as if they
did not believe them. After the de-
nial of Hon. Mr. Fisher in the Dun-
donald case when it first came up
there was a good precedent for re-
fusing to accord members of the gov-
ernment and its following that court-
esy on questions of veracity which
has hitherto prevailed in legislatives
bodies throughout the British empire.
It was humiliating that the dignity of
parliament should fall so low that
this should be necessary but the fact
remains that in numerous cases the
opposition was aware that statements
were made which were not true and
that in making them the speakers
were merely taking advantage of the
high honor which has hitherto gov-
erned parliamentary debates.

As showing the value of denials on
the floor 'of the house the appoint-
ment of the commissioners for the
eastern section of the Grand Trunk
Pacific furnishes an interesting ex-
ample. During the last sessiop of
parliament it was charged on the
floor of the house that Mr. F. D.
Wade, M. P., for Annapolis was to be
one of the commissioners. Speaking
in his place on the floor of the house
Mr. Wade said—

“I say that the statement is abso-
lutely witHout foundation. I say that
1 never applied for that position; nei-
ther has anybody on my behalf, and
po intimation has even been made to
e that I am to be offered any posi-
tion at all at the close of this parlia-
ment or at any other time. On the
contrary, it is my full determination
to run at the next election in Anna-
polis county, and I propose coming
back here as the representative of
the county.”

On Saturday.Mr. Wade was gazet-
-ted to the position referred to. of
course, theoretically, the opposition
was bound to accept his denial at the
time it was made on the floor of the
house, but the general public untram-
melled by the rules of parliamentary
usage is now in a position to dis-
count that sweeping denial at its face
value.

The sneering remarks of the Globe
and other Liberal newspapers may
be contrasted with the following
from tbe Montreal Witness, a Lib-
eral paper that is not under the con-
trol of the party bosses:

In Montreal,
among the first to welcome him was
Mr. Peter Lyall, the Liberal candi-
date for St. Antoine, which is suffi-
cient proof that his public reception
here was not arranged by the Con-
servative party.
