The New Austrian Ruler Has Had Some
Success as a Military Commander in East

The man who will now become Austria’s ruler is known to have 
a good military education and has achieved tome success as a mili­
tary commander in the great war. He has lacked any training what­
ever in statecraft or diplomacy. Moreover, he assumes the throne 
at a time when the strongest of men would have a task in maintaining 
the empire of Austria-Hungary intact and strong. Hungary is grow­
ing restive under the Hapsburg yoke. Strong leaders of men have 
recently appeared there. They fear the swallowing up of Hungary 
in the Teutonic empire, and have not hesitated to express that belief 
and work for Hungary as a separate kingdom.

From then 
onwards Germany assumed virtual 
control of the dominions of the once 
proud Hapsburg. A reign w"hich began 
with the abdication of his weak prede­
cessor ended in hie own virtual abdi­
cation In favor of Emperor William.

“From first to last, his reign has 
been marked by domestic misfortunes 
and tragedies which recall the fearful 
doom of the House of Atreus. It has 
also been marked by political uncer­
tainty. It opened with civil war and 
disaster, it witnessed the loss of the 
Italian provinces and provinces ruled 
in Italy by members of his family— 
Venetia, Lombardy, Parma, Modena 
and Tuecanla. It has closed amid the 
frightful ruin of the greatest war his­
tory has ever known—a war kindled 
by the folly of Austrian statesmen, 
who allowed themselves to become 
German puppets.”
