of 307 votes, over Mr. Cimon,
Conservative. After the session
of 1891 Mr. Simard withdrew his
support from Mr. Laurier and, for
the most part, voted with the
Government. The constituency
becoming vacant, in consequence
of Simard’s death, a Mr. Angers
was chosen as the Grit Candidate,
Mr. Cimon was again the Conser-
vative candidate. The Bishop of

candidates as in favor of
remedial l'eiiulaticn, this session,
regardless of political party. Mr.
Angers who had announced him-
self in favor of Mr. Laurier’s com-
mission, at onee turned a somer-
set- and declared himself in favor
of remedial legislation this session.
In this way he gained his election;
but with & majority reduced from
307, as in the general election, to
151. It will thus be seen that the
election ‘was a “victory” for the
Government’s policy. Our Grit
friends are welcome to all the com-
fort ¢ can extract from such
“victories” as these.

Sie CHARLEs TUPPER, Bart,
was elected in Cape Breton, yes-
terday, by a majority of about
800 votes over Mr. G. H: Murray,
his Grit opponent. This is the
answer of the sturdy Cape Bre-
toners to the lies and slanders
freely circulated throughout the
County by the Grit campaifners,
during the past fortnight. It was
on the international pier at Syd-
ney that, in 1878, Sir Charles
first unfolded the National Policy
and predicted the beneficial éffects
that would result from it, to the
coal industry of Cape Breton.
After eighteen years trial of the
National Policy am those
miners, whom it was intended
specially to benefit, Sir Charles
comes back and in the most prae-
tical manner tests the results of
his predictions by asking those
people for their votes. They re-
ceived him with unbounded en-
thusiasm, and most emphatically
declared that his predictions of

ighteen years ago, so far as they
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mn{d serve as a text for medita-
tion for those who are 'eontinualg
harping about the evils of the N.

“ Resolved, That in view of the
repeated refusals of the United
States of America to enter into a
Reciprocal Treaty with the Dom-
inion of Canada, it is advisable
that negotiaions should be opened
with the Imperial Parliament to
discuss and arrange terms where-
by. British productions - should
be admited into British col-
onies at a. lower rate of
duty than that imposed on
the products of foreign countries,
and that colonial products should
have an advantage extended to
them in the markets of Great
Britain by placing differential
duties on the productions of
foreign countries, and that in the
meantime the Dominion Govern-
ment should exert themselves to
extend closer commercial relations
with the West Indies and other
colonial possessions.” _In support
of this resolution, Mr. Martin
pointed out that the Empire pos-
sessed every variety of soil and
climate, for the production of
everything required for the use of
man and that there was “patriot-
ism enough among the subjects of
Queen Victoria to assist each other
in matters of trade.” It is quite
a compliment to Mr. Martin to
know that he had so long since in-
troduced in our Legislature & trade
theory which is now gaining such
popularity among the Empire’s
greatest statesmen.

Dominion Parllament.

(Condensed from Halifax Herald’s Report)

Oa Monday, Jan. z7th, Mr. Mc
Mullen introduced a bill to amend
the customs tariff, by providing for
tree admission of corn, whether for
human or animal food. Hon. Mr.
Costigan informed Langelier that the
Arctic exploring steamer Alert bad
been sold to J. B. Lantalum for
$4,155. The proceeds from the
sale had been transmitted to the ad-
miralty. Hon. Mr. Costigan, answer-
ing Flint, said the government of New-
foundland bad settled the claim for
the refund of license monies collected
trom Canadian fisherien in 1890-92.
The amount, $3 970, would be paid
over as soou as certain legal questionss
were “settled Hop. Mr. Montague
informed Grieve that in 1890 the
quantity of cheese exported from
Canada was 114,981,584 pounds, an
increase of 51 000,000 pounds in ten
years.” Of butter the product in 1890
amounted to 116,145,165 pounds, ao
increase of 8,000,000 pounds. Mr.
Grieve asked tlie goverpment if it in-
tended to lay on the table copies of
correspcndence, etc., that had passed
between Premier Bowell and the seven
dissident ministers xelgecting;ﬂ:dr

M. Foster replied that the government
will bring down such correspondence
as is usual om such occasions.
(Laughter.) Mr. McMillan (Huron)
moved a resolution that Canada should
take advantage of the United States’
offer of reciprocity in certain kinds of
agricultural implements, or remove
the duty on raw materials to enable
Canadian manufacturers to compete
in the Yankee market. Hon. Mr.
Wallace said such action would mean
the destruction of Canadian manu-
facturers and the placing of the Cana-
dian farmer in the handsof the United
States manufacturers, who would then
increase the prices higher than ever.
Canadian manufacturers could not
compete in the United States on ac:
count of the Yankee patent laws. The

Loxpox, January 28.
GoOVERNOR - GENERAL, Otfawa — Your
lordship’s telegram of January 26, was
forwarded to Her Majesty the Queen. I
have received Her Majesty’s command,
to convey to the Dominion Parlisment,
on behalf of herself and the Princess
Beatrice, their appreciation of the mes-
sage expressing sympathy with them in
their sad bereavement.

Hon. Mr. Foster moved the house
should go into supply, but the grits
refused on the ground that the auditor
general’s report was not down. Toey
also contended that the estimates
should not be gone on with before the
remedial bill was brought in. The
discussion continued wuntil 17 30,
when Mr. Foster said it was no use
prolonging it further. He therefore
suggested that the house gc into sup-
ply and pass one item and then
adjrurn.

The gather-
ing lasted upwards of an hour. Every
follower of Laurier was on hand.
Besides laying out their progrmmme
for the session the caucus dealt with
the Manitoba School question. After
a discussion of that jmportant issue
and a-full explanation of the course
which the grit leader bas chosen to
adopt, the rank and file of the party
gave their assurances in favor of the
commission * policy.”

In the house on the 29th. Mr.
Taylor introduced a bill to prohibit
citizens of the United States from
performing labor in Canada under
contract or agreement. Several mem-
bers commended the scope of the
measure and thought the Govern-
ment should take hold of it. Hon.
Mcr. Dickey answering Ryder said thé}
Minister of Justice did not report to
the Council recommending the com-
mutation of the death sentence pass-
ed on Shortis. Mr. Ryder asked
what was the latest date at which the
present Parliamedt would possess
constitutional authority to act. Hon
Mr. Dickey replied—I1 am not pre-
pated to answer that question. I
thiak it is a matter of opinion on law.
Mr. Hazen asked if the Government
had received a memorial from the
Board of Trade of the Maritime Pro-
vinces, urging the gran'ing of such
subsidies as will result in through
passenger, mail and freight business
being done through Canadian ports ?
Answer—VYes. (2) Is it the in-
tention of the Government to

countries? Answer—There has been
no change since the policy of the
Government was derlared in debate
when the fast line subsidy act was
before the house.

Bir
Richard Cartwright had taken excep-
tion to the reliability of his estimate,
but'he was glad to say that his esti-
mate was within the mark, the increase
being $597.851, (Cheers.) *+ The whole
falling off - in the revenue last year was
$2,306,563. The exports exceededsthe
imports by $2,857,121—such an occur-
rence having taken place only once be-
fore since confederation., Whatever
there might he in the balance of trade
theory, the fact that the exports exceed-
ed tte imports was o much gain to the
business interusts of the country, (Hear
hear.) The revenune was the smallest
since 1885-86 ; the expenditure.$38,132,"
000, and the deficit$4,153,875," When
looking at that deficit it must be ree
membered that $2,002,311 was account?,
ed for by the amount laid up in sinking
fund. So that the real result of last
year's operations, so far as the consoli-
dated. revenue and expenditure are
coancerned, left the net deficit of §2,151,=
564, The deficit was less by $350,000
than he had anticipated, Adding to
the deficit that of the previsus year, the
total was $5,364,207. It should be re.
membersd, however, that - last year
there was remitted to the people in tax-
ation on sugar alone to the vila:z of
$5,475,000, so that had this money been
collected it wonld have wiped out the
deficit of the past two years and have
left & slight surplus of $100,000 or $200,-
000. (Cheers.) In 189495 the per
capita amount of the interest paid on
the panblic debt was $1.83, and in 1887-88
$1.90 per head, 86 (hat, notwithstand:
 ing the increase in the debt, the burthen
fell less heavily last year than it did
years ago. (Cheers.) Hon. Mr. Foster
in his speech set out at Jength the
glorious record of the Libera'-Conssrva-
tive policy and the wonderful expansion
of the country’s industrial life, The N.
P. free list has increased $26,500,000
compared with a decrease of the free
list under the Grit rule of $23,000,000.
Mr. Foster quoted figures to show that
the Dominion has come tbrough the
commergial depression of 1890-91 up to
the present time in a most satisfactory
manner. Trade, traffic, shipping, .
savings and ell show increases, while
there was a deficit of only a million and
a half net, and during the same time
the debt increased but about fifteen
millione, despite a reduction in the
tariff on raw ‘sugar, alone, involving a
loss of revenue amounting to nearly
nineteen millions of dollars. He also
quooted statistics to show that daring
$his period our industries were not only
maintained, but they made advances,
as was shown by the export returns.
Mr. Foster closed as follows - “ So all
the way through ; it is a problem which
ouly requires time and good statesman-
ship to solve, and as I said before, it is
for Canada, it is for, Australia, it is for
other colonies of Great Britain, and for
Great Britain herself, to ponder serious-
ly and carefolly whether or not an ar-
rangement cannot be come to which
