A parllamcntary paper has bua
issued containing a proclamation is-
sued by Lord Kitchener, August 7,
in acccrdance with instructions from
the imperial government, the govern-
ments of Cape Colony and Natal con.
curring. The proclamation says ;
“ All commandants, ficld cornets
and leaders of armed bands, being
burgheYs of the late republic and still
engaged in resisting his majesty’s
forcés, whether in Orange Cclony or
the Trausvaal portion of bis majesty’s
8>uth African dominion, and all mem-
bers of the governments of the: late
Orange Free State and Transvaal
shall, unless they surrcnder before
Sept. 15, ue permanently banished
from South Africa. The cost of the
maintenance of the families of burghe
ers in the field who have not surren-
dered by Sept. 15 shall be recoverable
from such burghers, and shall beia
charge upon their property, removable
and immovable, in the two colontes.”
The preliminary correspondence
shows that the proclamation is based
upon suggestions which the govern.
ment of Natal forwarded to Colonial
Secretary  Chambeilain July z¢, and
that the date Sepi. 15 was: recom
mended by Lord Mi:lner. o iy
The London newspapsrs comment
approvingly ypon the proclamation
of Lytd Kitchener. Even the West-
minster Gazette says there is no fault
to find with it, nor is there any objac-
tion to make to on the score of justice.
