The grey plaster comes from Paris, and
the white plaster from York. We have no
grey plaster in the York beds.

At the International Exhibition, London,
England, 1862, specimens were received from
different parts of the world, and those from
Canada were sent from the several plaster
beds at the expense of the Geological Sur-
vey.
