Christmas Fat Cattle Show.
The annual Fat Cattle Bhow, under
the auspices of the South Wellington
Agricultural Society, was held to-day
(Wednesday) and as in former years,
attracted a great deal of attention and
brought a great many people into town.
A very large number of cattle were on
the ground, the bulk of which were in
prime condition, though not a few were
of the ordinary grade of eattle that we
see at our winter faivs. The downward
tendency in the prices of steck for scme
time past had vather s depressing effect
on the market, and sellers seemed to be
more willing to take the priees offered
thun we usually find at a Christmas
show. The foreign and Jogal buyers were
largely represented—butehers and dealers
being present frem Montreal, Ottawa,
Toronto, Hamiltor and the other princi-
pal oities and towns. A great many
cattle changed hands at what may be
considered fair priees, considering the
state of the markets. Of eourse, for
fancy stock fancy priees were paid, some
of the best of which sold for as high
figures a8 were ever paid at any previous
show. The quality and weight of some
of these were fully equal to anything we
have seen in Guelph, and gave a stranger
a good idea by the superior stoek bred
and fed in this county. The ruling rates
for qood cattle weuld be from $3.50 to
$5.50, the a»erage being aboui $4.25 to
$4.50. We give below as many
sales as could be obtained, which will
give the reader a good idea of the prices
paid.
