Talks of the Need of Men of Character, the Duty 6f Universi-

ties to Produce Such Men,

and the Unrest that is

Now Manifesting Itself

——

(By W. Hamilton Rhodes.)

London, July 27.—The growth of the
university system, the need for men of
‘charac‘ter. the duty of the universities
to produce such men, the increasing
difficulty -of maintaining the British
'Emp!re, and the world-unrest that is
;‘ now manifesting itself, were the themes
{ of an eloquent address with which Lord
Rosebery opened, at the London .Uni-
Yyersity this week, a congress of the
{ universities of the empire.

Fifty-three seats of learning—‘“from
Oxford to Sydney, from St. Andrews to
Saskatchewan, and from Dublin to the
€ape,” as Lord Rosebery put it—were
represented at the congress, They were
all, according to his lordship’s fancy,
“jolning hands and singing, as it were,
in imagination, ‘Auld Lang Syne,’ at a
meeting which represented every part
and region of this world-wide empire.”

Elogquent and delightful as the whole
speech was, the most striking part was
in the closing passages. This empire,
he said, is becoming increasingly diffi-
cult to maintain. Before the great crush
of the competition of nations took
place it was comparatively easy; we
simply spread ourselves-over the globe.
But no one who observes the signs of

increasingly difficult to maintain thsi
empire in its entirety and its cohesion
without an intensity of character and
devotion which it must be the task of
the universities pre-eminently to main-
1tain4

That is,
that you are to supply the men of
whom the world is in need. for it is
not only the empire, but the world
which has need of all the character, all
the honesty, and all the ability, which
it contains, developed or undeveloped,
to carry it on without the danger of
anarchy and chaos.

I do not think any intelligent observ-
er can watch the course of the world
without seeing that a great movement
of unrest is passing over it, whether for
good or evil; I cannot doubt for good;
but it is affcting not merely England
and the empire, but the entire uni-
verse, After centuries of deadness, it

which, for the first tim in its history,
appear likely to start a new develop-
ment, a new progress to some  ideal
which we ourselves are incapable of
defining.

something new to us, something, per-
haps, new to history, something better
than anything we have ever known,
which 'it may take ages to
which at any rate, means a new evo-
lution?

For the purpose of guiding that
movement, for the purpose of letting it
proceed on safe lines, po that it will
not lead to shipwreck, we need all the
men that the universities can give us;
not merely the higher intelligences of
which I have spoken, but also men right
through the framework of society—
from the highest to thefowest—whose
character and virtues ean Influence and
inspire others.

I am looking today at the universi-
ties simply as the best machiness
for producing the best kind of men. It
is in that spirit, and in the hope that
the universities of the empire will not
be insensibie te that spirit, and to the
high responsibility cast upon them, that
I wish “God speed” to this conference.

London has some 50,000 persons who
wlil be included within the scope of the
Mental Deficiency Bill, a governient
measure which the county council un-
derstand is going to be passed this
year. In the circumstances the coun-
cil are onxious that their recommenda-
fions may be incorporated in the pro-
posed legislation, of which the council
generally expresses approval. A report
on the bill by the education commit-
tee has been drawn up and will be con-
sidered by the council at its next meet-
ing. -

The measure contains the following
clause, by which, for the first time, an
effort is to be made to eliminate the
unfit—“If a person intermarries with,
or attempts to intermarry with, any
person whom he knows to be defective
within the meaning of the act, or if any
person solemnises or procures or con-
nives at any marriage, knownig that
one of the parties thereto is defective,
he shall be guilty of a misdemeanor.”
The county council, which wiil have to
fidminister this new legislation, will
thus have the duty of deciding what
persons are marriageable and . those
who are not.  Apart from the people
who are declared: to -be lunatics and
who are maintalned in the asylums, the
council now maintain 90 schools for
mentally deficient childrén "and at
present there aré 7,000 such children on
the roll. These children cost the rate.
payers $500,000 a year. When the new
\legislation comes into operation there
will necessarily be an augmentation of
the numbers and though the goyvern-
ment propose to make grants for main-
tenance, a great additional burden will
be pldced upon the ratepayers-

According
to a report, she made an impassioned
appeal on Towel Hill to the strike lead-
ers to order the men back to work, and
put an end to the sufferings of the
starving children. One of the most
pitiful aspects of the struggle which
has been going on along the riverside
has been the cruel privations endured
by the families of the strikers, and it
is certain that if the agitators con-
cerned had to share the want and
hunger of their followers and their de-
pendents, the existing trouble would
not have occurred.

A conference of personages interested
in the promotion of better relations be-
tween Great Britain and Germany from
both a political and a commrecial point
of view is to be held in London early
next month. Special importagnce may
be attached to this consultation, as
there is every reason to believe that it
will finally determine the course of
various s8chemes which for some time
have been under discussion in London
and Berlin alike—schemes that in their
principle and essential details have the
-approval of both the British and Ger-
man governments.

Attention is being called to the large
jamount of interest that members of the
i peerage have been taking in the devel-
lopment of Canada.

CONSERVATIVES OF ENG

BEMES

(By Harold Begbie).

Dublin, July 26.—When Conservative
politicians make use of the word
“I,imehouse” they are not very polite
to the working-classes who live in that
neighborhood. They do not pronounce
the word with the same spirit of wor-
ship and reverence which character-
jzes their pronunciation of “Grosvenor
Square” or “Park Lane.” The inflec-
tion is superior, @isdainful, contemptu-
ous. It implies that poor people who
live in Limehouse are very disgusting
and disgraceful savages. And this spir-
it of superiority and contempt is fun-
damental to aristocratic Conservatives.

If you reflect upon the arguments
used by Conservetives:against Home
Rule for Ireland you will discover
that this same Rpirit of supertority and
contempt is fundamental to every one
of them. Every argument, however
| specious, however profound, however
honest, and howeéver passionate, is in-
spired by this cold@ an@ passioniss spir-
}it of superiority and contemptl. All
| Unionists may mot be conscious of
this truth, but a little reflection must
assure them of its reality.

Oppostion to Home Rule means one
thing, and one thing only. It means
that the Irish people are not to be
trusted. Everything, which can be
urged against Home Rule rests finally
upon this fundamental principle of the
Unionist party. Whetheér they make
use of religlion, political economy, for-
eign policy, or Ulster loyalty, the fun-
damental principle of thelr opposition
ts distrust of the Irish natioa. None
of their arguments would be of any
value, none of their objection would
‘hdve the slightest force if it were gen-
erally acoepted by “the British people
that the Irish are honorable, virtuous
and sensible.

Therefore the battle may not turn
upon the decision of the British peo-
ple as to whether the Irish may or may
not be trusted. The Conservative the-
sis is that the Irish are d|shonorable,
irreligious, and so stupld that they
cannot manage thelr own affairs. The
Liberal thesis is that if the Irish are
dishonorable, irreligious and stupid the
case for Home Rule is destroyed; and
if the Liberals can prove that the Irish
are honorable, virtuous, and sensible
the case for Home Rule is established.
For no Conservative will argue that a
nation which is honorable, virtuous,
and sensible is not to be trusted with
its own affairs; the whole force of
the Conservative objection Jes in their
contention that the Irisheare not suf-
ficlently honorable, not suffielently
virtuous, and mot sufficiently sensible
to be entrusted with self-government.

Now, let us consider the case of Mr.
Balfour, who represents the most intel-
lectual and the most honorable side of
opposition to Home Rule. Mr. Balfour
knows at least something of the Irish
people; he has stayed in this country;
he has made acquaintance with land-
owners, clergy, farmers, and peasants;
he has seen what may be described as
the home-life. of Ireland. Will he tell
the countr ythat from his kKnowledge of
the Irish people, from his acquaintance
with the home-life of Ireland, he can
solemnly decide . agaisnt self govern-
ment because the Irish are dishonor-
able, irreligious ang stupid?

According to I.ord Dunraven, a Pro-
testant and a landowner, the Irish are
sufficiently honorable, sufficiently re-
ligious, and sufficiently sensible to be
trusted with the management of their
own affairs; according to Mr. George
Wyndham, a Protestant and a Unloanist
the Irish are sufficiently homorable, re-
ligious and sensible to be trusted with
the greatest measure of land purchase
4ever brought forward by any govern-
ment, and according to Mr. Balfour
himself, the Irish are sufficiently hon-
orable, rellglous and sensible to be
trusted with an elaborate measure of
local government. In what manner
and in what degree, then, do the honor,
the religion, and the sagacity of the
Irish nation fail the Irish pedple and
render them not homnorable enough, not
religious enough, and not sensible en-
ough to be trusted with their own af-
fairs,

The most awkward corner for Mr.
Balfour to turn in this matter is the
testimony of Protestants in the South
of Ireland to the beauty of Ir¥sh life,
the virtue of the Irish people, the ab-
sence of bigotry and intolerance from
the Catholic Church in Ireland, and the
great intellectual avility otf the Irish
nation. There are numerous Quakers
in the South of Ireland who profess not
merely admiration of Irish Catholics,
but affection for them, and the most
unshadowed confidence in their sense

of justice. These Quakers live in the
very midst of Irish Catholics. Under
present conditions it is perfectly pos-
sible for Irish Catholics, without the
Infringement of any law and without

any of the violence threatened by Bel-|

fast, to render the existence of these
Quakers impossible, to drive them out
of their trades, and to expel them
from their several offices. But the
Quakers make meney in the South of

Ireland, they live on terms of affection|

with thelr Catholic neighbors, they
take & prominent part in the civic life
of their. district, and they are advo-
cates of Home Rule.

I do not believe that Mr. Balfour
would address a meeting in the South
of Ireland and tell the people that they
are mot sufficiently honorable, religious
and sefisible to bé entrudted with the
mahageément of their own affairs. I
d6 ‘not believe that he would say at
the dinner-~table of the Bishop of Ross,
in the drawing room of Professor Bar-
rett, or on the golf links of Adare
that the Irtsh are not sufficiertly hon-
erable, religious and sensible to be en-
trusted with the management of their
own. affairs, But if they have these
virtues, if they are a very honorable,
a very rebiglous and a very sensible
people, on what passible grounds can
they be denied the management of
their own affairs. If they are hon-
orable they will Keép faith with Eng-
land; if they are religious they will
not persecute; if they are sensible they
will not muddle the nation’s business.

I am inclined to believe that if Mr.
Balfour were cross-examined on this
matter he would confess that the Irish
people, as he knows them personally,
are the most honorable, religious and
virtuous people in the United Kingdom.
1 béMeve he would say, from his per-
sonal experience, that religion is a
tremendous reality to the Irish people,
that the women of Ireland are extra-
ordinarily chaste, that the home life of
the Irish peasant is singularly beauti-
ful and pure, that no single genuine
case of religious persecution in Cath-
olic Ireland has ever come to his
knowledge, that in his dealings with
Irishmen he found them quite sensi-
ble and very able men of affairs. Could
