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Hot Bathing in Japan.
In hygienic matters the Japanese have 

everywhere a habit which may have a 
lesson for us. In their nightly bath and 
morning wash the water is never cold, 
never warm, but always hot as it can be 
borne. To foreigners this habit seems very 
surprising, but the most inveterate Eng- 
lishman, if he stays in the country long 
enough, abandons his cold tub in its favor. 
The cold-taking which is suspected must 
follow it is not found to occur if the water 
has been hot enough. This heat is main- 
gained by a little furnace beneath the bath. 
In the bath the bather or bathers take a 
prolonged soaking, the washing proper 
being done on the bath room floor; then 
follows a second, and final soaking, drying 
with towel, and lounge in bathing wrapper. 
This habit seems to promote softness and 
suppleness of the skin, and by persons 
inclined to rheumatism is soon found to be 
altogether preferable to the cold bath in 
every particular.

We rarely realize, I think, how easily the 

earth parts with its heat, and how cold 
sp ce is through which the earth sweeps in 
its orbit. Nor do we commenly appre- 
ciate how relentlessly space sucks away 
the heat which the earth has garnered 
from the sunbeams, out into its illimitable 
depths. ‘Way out in space is a cold so in- 
tense that we fairly fail to grasp its mean- 
ing. Perhaps 300 or 400 degress below the 
freezing-point of water, some philosophers 
think, are the dark recesses beyond our 
atmosphere. And night and day, summer 
and winter, this insatiate space is robbing 
us of our heat, and fighting with demoniac 
power to reduce our globe to its own 
bitter chill. So, after all, our summer and 
winter temperatures are only maintained 
by the residue of the sun’s heat which we 
have been able to store up and keep hold 
of in spite of the pitiless demands of space. 
Our margin sometimes gets so reuced on 
nights in winter that we can readily believe 
the astronomers and physicists when they 
tell us that a reduction of the sun’s heat 
by 7 per cent, and a slight increase in the 
number of winter days would suffice to 
bring again to our hemisphere a new Age 
of Ice, with its inevitable desolation. The 
balance is really a nice one between the 
heat we daily gather fr m the sun at a the 
si are of it which we lose in spice.-[From 
"Ice and Ice-making." by T. Mitchell 
Prudden, in Harper s Magazine for August.
