Ambassador Choate Has Had No 
struotlons in the Matter.

New Yoric, Dec. 27.—The seizure of 
vessels with flour destined for Delagoa 
Bay—the Mashona, the Beatrice and 
•the Maria, owned in. London and load­
ed by the Pennsylvania Milling Com­
pany—is opposed by the interested per­
sons, but the question whether flour is 
contraband of war remains open. The 
British consul in this city was shown 
the - newspaper paragraph relating to 
•the detention of these vessels, which 
carried flour shipped to merchants in 
Johannesburg before 'the outbreak of 
the war, and his comment was: “If you 
will show me anyone who can define 
contraband of war, I will tell you what 
I think about this. If our countrymen 
considered flour contraband of war, as 
giving aid and comfort to the Boers 
lb y being part of their sustenance,- it 
'was perfectly right to seize the vessel 
on the high seas, even though they 
iwere directed to a neutral port. In the 
recent Chinese war rice was declared 
contraband of war.”

London, Dec. 27.—Inquiries made to­
day by a representative of the As­
sociated Press at the United States 
embassy, show that the American am­
bassador, Joseph H. Choate, _haa not 
yet received instructions from Wash- 

1 lngton regarding the seizure of cargoes 
of American flour toy British warships 
off Delagoa Bay, Portuguese East Af­
rica, on the ground that the flour was 
Intended for the Boers, and was there­
fore contraband of war.

Musicians who go to Russia and are 
successful there rarely return without 
some valuable evidence of their ap­
preciation at the Russian court.

She has also 
a diamond and ruby pin given to her 
by the present emperor. There is no 
such demand for the presence of mu­
sicians at the court of Russia now as 
there was during the lifetime of the 
late czar. Music i® not one of the arts 
that interest Nicholas II. It was a 
clumsy fake, theiefore, which alleged 
■that he was cultivating now a tenor 
voice which he could already use 
with considerable facility.

The present emperor of Russia cares 
nothing about music and In this par­
ticular is .unlike most of his family. 
His father played well for an amateur 
on the cornet and for ten years took 
lessons on that instrument from a pro­
fessor who to this day praises the 
skill and industry of his imperial pupil. 
The czar even formed a brass band, 
consisting chiefly of officers, and beg­
ged the conductor engaged for it to 
treat all the members without cere­
mony, whatever it heir rank 'happened 
to be, as he knew that they could be 
made .proficient only by ‘this means.

! In this band the czar played the saxa 
1 tuba- He was also known to take 
the baton from the conductor’s hand 
and lead the court band for a while 

: when the occasion was not too formal 
; for such a prank. He was also an 
! admirer of Richard Wagner, although 
i the music of that composer is heard 
less today in Russia than any other 
European country. Once to surprise 
the czar on his birthday the dowager j 
empress had her eldest son learn the : 

| wedding march from “Lohengrin” on j 
the piano. That was when as a young ! 

I man, Nicholas was compelled ito prac- 
I tice daily and most upwillingly on the 
j piano. The birthday concert is said 

to have been a complete fiasco, al- 
! though the czarovitch had the satis­

faction wihen it was over of knowing 
that he had come out of the ordeal 
with no less credit than his mother 
and sisters. The present czarina is an 
acomplished pianist, just as her moth­
er-in-law was before her. She is said 
to be especially fond of Brahms’ mu­
sic, but has never been able to instill 
any love of music into her husband. 
So the stories of his French songs, 
his well-trained tenor voice and his 
own accompaniments which he plays 
on the piano are all fictions.

Among the Russians of royal blood 
who are musicians, Is the Grand Duke 
Constantine, who is Konstantin Ro­
mano w, or as he is more commonly in­
dicated, K. R., is well known as a 
composer. He is said to have come 
into tthe world while his father was 
playing the ’cello in the adjoining 
room and this anecdote has of course 
been used to explain his later devo­
tion to the art. Hie father was an ex­
pert performer on the instrument, 
which scarcely seems sufficient excuse, 
however, for his playing on it at so 
critical a time in the fortunes of the 
family. His wife is also a musician, 
and she has composed a symphonie 
place called “The Titian." The Grand 
Duchess Helene Pawlowna founded 
the cotiser valoir in St. Petersburg 
and her gvandchiidern, Duke George 
and Princes Helene of Saxe-Atteaburg, 
are more Interested in music than any 
other members of the Russian aris­
tocracy.
