IMr. Byron Brennan, British consul 
at Shanghai, who Is noiw in London, 
says these Mohammedan troops are 
armed with machine guns and repeat­
ing rifles.

Observers at Shanghai and Tien 
Tsin think there is a great deal more 
trouble ahead for the concert of pow­
ers than merely reaching Pekin with 
2,044 men. Serious disturbances are 
taking place at Yunnan Pu and Mens 
Tse, as well as at other points at a 
considerable distance from the capital. 
The whole Chinese Empire seems to 
be In a ferment. The intentions of

still equi­
vocal.

An unconfirmed report has reached 
Shanghai from Tien Tsin to the effect 
that a foreign legation has been burn­
ed. and that a minister had been kill­
ed. The names, if is added, are with­
held pending a confirmation of the re­
port.

Jt Is further rumored that the in­
ternational relief parties are experi­
encing great difficulties In regard to 
provisions and water. It Is added that 
the Japanese have sent two more 
cruisers, and have landed 80 additional 
troops.

A telegram received from Yunnan 
Fu says that the English and French 
missions there have been burned, and 
that the foreign residents have taken 
refuge In the viceroy’s residence.

A special dispatch from Shanghai, 
dated today, says: “A report has 
reached here that the British, Ameri­
can and Japanese ministers in Pekin 
favor the restoration of Emperor 
Kwang Su, but that the French and 
Russian ministers insist upon the 
powers taking charge of China.

POUR THOUSAND RUSSIANS 
LANDED.

Later reports from Tien Tsin con­
firm the news of the burning of the 
Japanese legation, but the rumor that 
a minister has been murdered is not 
confirmed. Fifteen hundred Russians, 
with four gains, have arrived outside o>f 
Pekin. This makes 4,000 Russians who 
have landed.

The Berlin papers print a dispatch 
from Tien Tsin saying that the inter­
national relief column has arrived 
within 30 miles of Pekin, but that the 
distance remaining must be traveled 
on foot, as the railway is completely 
destroyed. This, the dispatch says, 
will require two or three days. Thus 
far, the German squadron has landed 
at Taku 22 officers and 550 men. The 
German troops at Kiao Chau will be 
increased on June 19 by the arrival of 
a transport with 1,900 soldiers.

Confirmation has been received at 
Brussels of the report of the massacre 
of two Italian and one Swiss engineers 
employed on the Belgian railroad In 
North China. The sister of the Swiss 
engineer was also killed, and two other 
persons are missing. The rest of the 
French and Belgian engineers reached 
Pekin and Tien Tsin in safety. The 
Franco-Belgian Company has 30 arm­
ed men guarding Us main track, which 
Is still open for 100 miles.
SECRETARY BRODERICK’S STATE­

MENT.
In the House of Commons yesterday 

Mr. William St. John Broderick, par­
liamentary secretary of the foreign 
office, made the following statement:

“Her majesty’s minister at Pekin has 
been in constant communication with 
the Chinese government since the at­
tack by Boxers on peaceable converts 
and the destruction of three villages, 
about 90 miles from Pekin, on May 12. 
On May 18 Sir Claude 'Macdonald re­
minded the Tsung LI Yamen (Chinese 
foreign office) o-f his unceasing warn­
ings during the last six months of the 
danger of not taking adequate meas­
ures to suppress the Boxers, and an 
imperial decree was subsequently is­
sued. On May 20 a meeting of the 
diplomatic corps was held, at which a 
resolution was unanimously adopted 
calling on the Tsung Li Yamen to 
take more stringent measures. It 
was not then considered necessary to 
bring the international guards to 
Pekin, but the British marine guard at 
Tien Tsin, which had been under orders 
to leave, was detained there, and two j 
British ships were sent to Taku. As ■ 
no specific measures were taken by 
the Tsung Li Yamen. the diplomatic 
corps met again May 26, and decided, . 
Calling the receipt of a satisfactory j

reply from the Tsung 1A Yamen, to 
summon guards. This course was 
adopted on May 28, and a British de­
tachment of 78 men, with a machine 
gun, was forthwith sent to Pekin, and 
104 men wye sent to Tien Tsin, while 
four more British ships were brought 
to Taku. News was then received of 
the murder of Mr. Robinson and the 
capture of Mr. Norman, who was sub­
sequently murdered. Sir Claude Mac­
donald continued until June 5 to ur­
gently impress the Tsung U Yamen 
With the necessity for taking instant 
and effective steps to punish the mur­
derers and restore order, informing 
them that her majesty’s government 
held the Chinese government respons­
ible for the criminal apathy which had 
brought about the disgraceful state of 
affairs. These remonstrances having 
no effect, end the situation becoming 
more threatening, her majesty’s gov­
ernment, on June 6, telegraphed to Sir 
Claude Macdonald and Admiral Sey­
mour to take, In concert with the other 
powers, any steps in their discretion 
they might consider advisable for the 
protection of the foreign legations and 
British subjects. Sir Claude Macdon­
ald. after a conference with the Rus­
sian representative at Pekin, was em­
powered to support any Chinese au­
thority capable of maintaining law and 
order, or any measures to this end, the 
Russian minister being similarly au­
thorized. In consequence of further 
depredations of the Boxers, Admiral 
Seymour called up three more ships, 
and on June 9, after consultation with 
the foreign commanders, decided to 
land a force and march on Pekin. On 
June 10 he marched with 1,078 men, of 
which 650 were British. This force has 
since been increased to 2,300 men, con­
taining detaiffiments from the ships of 
seven of the powers. The admiral had 
march 30 miles on June 11, when he 
encountered the Boxers, and killed 35 
of them. The railway was much 
broken up, and only three miles were 
covered in the next 24 hours. About 
950 troops are being embarked at Hong 
Kong, and the Terrible is going to 
Taku. The Russiamr-aqe landing an 
additional detachment of 1,700 men. 
Sir Claude Macdonald reported on June 
11 that disorders were occurring at 
Pekin. Nine British and 25 foreign 
ships are now at Taku, and complete 
accord prevails among the powers In 
regard to the action taken by Admiral 
Seymour.”

Mr. Broderick concluded with deny­
ing that he had the least intention of 
implying that Great Britain had any 
closer agreement with Russia than 
with any of the other powers.

CABLE NOTES.
A Simla cable says: Over 6,000,000 

persons are now receiving relief. The 
prospects of a fair monsoon are some­
what improved.

The Grand Duke of Oldenburg 
(Nicholas Frederick) died on Wednes­
day. aged 73 years.

The Manchester chamber of com­
merce, upon a petition from Yoko­
hama, Hiogo and Ozaka chambers of 
commerce, resolved to urge the British 
postmaster-general to renew the sub­
sidy to the Canadian Pacific steamship 
serv’ice, and thus secure fortnightly 
sailings between Vancouver and the 
far east.
