W. J. BRYAN HEARD FROM.
Lincoln, Neb., Oct. 7.—In a statement 

made last evening W. J. Bryan says 
President Roosevelt should be com­
mended for his efforts to settle the 
miners’ strike. He suggests, however, 
that since the operators decline to 
arbitrate, the President's hands are 
tied and urges him to call an extra 
session of Congress. Five measures, 
Mr. Bryan said, should be raised for 
passage. Summarized, these are, in 
Mr. Bryan’s language:

CUT OFF HANDSChicago, Oct. 6.—"Learn to shoot" 
is the advice given the members of 
organized labor by James J. Linehan, 
a member of the carpenters’ union, in 
discussing the failure of the negotia­
tions at the White House to end the 
anthracite miners’ strike.

PRAISES THE PRESIDENT.
Delegate Linehan, in the course of 

a fiery speech, in which he said that 
he did not doubt the honesty of pur­
pose and the courage of President 
Roosevelt, declared that it was neces­
sary to give to the laborers of this 
country the advice given the British 
by Kipling, in which he said, "Learn 
to shoot." "It is not my purpose," 
continued Delegate Linehan, "to make 
an anarchistic speech, but I do say 
that it would be well for us to follow 
the advice of Mr. Kipling and learn to 
shoot. I want every man to join the 
union of his craft and the National 
Guard. In the ranks of organized 
labor he will learn how to vote to his 
best interests, and in the National 
Guard or State militia he will learn 
how to shoot.

But Fearing to Disobey, They
Cut Off Their Own Hands.

Chester, Ill., Oct. 6.—Rather than 
longer endure the torture of tasks too 
heavy for their frail strength, John 
Reagdon and C. Rose, two convicts in 
the Southern Illinois Penitentiary at 
this place, with a rusty hatchet cut 
off three fingers from the right hand 
of each, thereby incapacitating them­
selves from further work.

The two men tell stories of Inhuman 
cruelty and torture practiced at the 
penitentiary, and declare that R. J. 
Wilson, who recently resigned his posi­
tion as keeper of the gang to which 
they belonged, did so because his con­
science would not permit him to be a 
party to the cruelties which they de­
clare the prison officials practiced upon 
them as punishment.

The two convicts who resorted to 
such desperate measures to avoid work 
say they can point out a dozen men 
who came to the prison perfect speci­
mens of physical vigor, but who are 
now wrecks of manhood, for no other 
reason than that the spirit and love 
of life has been tortured out of them.

BEYOND THEIR STRENGTH.
Reagdon and Rose are both frail men 

and appear to speak truthfully when 
they say they are not strong enough 
to do hard manual labor. It is said 
that each has a chronic incurable dis­
ease which is slowly wasting his life 
away. Notwithstanding their lack of 
strength, they were assigned, it is de­
clared, to tiie hardest and most fatigu­
ing work in the prison foundry. Here, 
spurred on by fear of the black cell and 
the lash, they performed for weeks 
tasks which they would not have 
thought of attempting in the pure air 
outside the prison.

Finally, their strength failing them 
and desperation urging them on to any- 
tiling which might promise relief from 
the daily torture which robbed them of 
appetitie for food or power to sleep at 
night, the two men decided to mutilate 
themselves in the manner carried out 
successfully last week.

PUNISHED FOR DEED.
After they were discovered with their 

mutilated, bleeding hands they were 
sent to the prison surgeon, who bound 
up their wounds. Then the two men 
were taken out into the prison yard 
and compelled to stand on a block the 
remainder of the day.

Deputy Dowell, when interviewed 
concerning this punishment, said:

“No. It was not unusual or inhuman. 
That is the usual punishment allotted 
to unruly prsoners."

It is said that in the last year half 
a dozen convicts have been driven into 
temporary Insanity, while a score 
were released from their sufferings 
barely in time to save their reasons. 
Keeper Wilson, who resigned his place, 
adds his testimony to that of the con­
victs.

The black cell is said to be the most 
feared of all the penalties. Here a re­
fractory or disobedient convict is kept 
for hours, may be days, without a ray 
of light and only bread and water. So 
many victims have become mad under 
the strain of the darkness and silence 
that a physician now visits the Inmates 
of the black cells at least twice daily.
