Sufficlent [dentification was apparently
furnished, and the horse continued to
race a® season Iin various parts of the
country as Prof. Sphinx. He was finally
sold to the noted driver Tommy Murphy,
for $5000, and then inquiries were re-
opened, with the resuit that 1t was
established and admitted that the pro-
fessor was Jack London. As reported
previously, Richardson has been expelled,
and the horse, now owned by an inno-
cent party, Is suspended until hig un-
lawful winnings, amounting to $1,700,
are returned for distribution among the
owners who were defrauded by the
horse’s participation in races which he
was not eligible for.
