The rest of the 
afternoon was spent In a visit to the 
library of the University of Toronto, 
where Dr. Needier acted as guide, and 
at a garden party In the quadrangle 
at University College.

The vistors were entertained at 
dinner by the board of the Toronto 
Public Library at the Reference 
Library Building, College and St. 
George streets. Mr. John Turnbull, 
chairman of the board, welcomed 
them, and Dr. George Locke. the 
chief librarian, gave them some idea 
of the Toronto Public Library and its 
equipment.

FAR FROM SETTLED

Strikers to Secure Financial Aid 
From the Unions in 

America.

[Canadian Press.]
Jvondon, June 26.—Negotiations for 

the settlement n( the dock strike have 
again failed. The employers say they 
have not in any way altered their posi 
tion. and that more help than is needed 
could be obtained if a stop were put to 
the terrorism tactics adopted by the 
men.

Encouraged by promises of financial 
assistance, a more defiant attitude 
among the workers is perceptible. The 
strike committee said yesterday that 
it was telegraphing to Germany, Amer 
ica and the central international trade 
organizations for loans for the benefit 
of the London transport workers.

Cherbourg, June 26. — The dockers 
here have taken advantage of the ar­
rival of three large steamships loaded 
with timber t.o go on strike and are 
now making a special effort to induce 
the sailors and firemen of the tenders 
which meet (vans-Atlantic steamships 
to join the movement.

Should this effort prove successful 
the companies will suffer a heavy loss 
and much inconvenience will be caused, 
as thousands of travellers use the ten 
ders to go from trains to vessels or 
from vessels to the landing stage.

It is thought that with establishment 
of a nursery here, which in the opinion 
of the parks board can be done at a 
reasonable cost, the work of improving 
the Forest City will be given a con­
siderable impetus. It is the intention 
to provide trees for the different parks 
and breathing spaces and also for the 
streets, where required.

While a marked improvement is not 
ed in the removal of the boulevard rail 
from Victoria Park, the parks commis­
sioners will endeavor to have all prop 
erty owners take similar action. The 
fence and boulevard has disappeared 
from the streets of Detroit and Is be­
ing replaced in a good many instances 
by a low hedge or shrubbery.

Material for such ornamentation will 
be obtainable from the city nursery, 
when established, at a nominal cost.
