these colonies was the dream of British 
and Colonial statesmen. Situated as they 
were, along the northern border of the 
United States, which had rebelled against 
the Crown and had mercilessly expelled 
the loyal citizens of Her Majesty from 
their midst, it appeared almost inevitable 
that the provinces must combine for na­
tional ends against the aggressive en­
croachments of their southern neighbors. 
On the other hand, these different prov­
inces with diverse laws, hostile tariffs, and 
a different coinage, were not able to 
achieve that success which waa destined 
to be theirs if they would but combine 
their political, commercial and industrial 
interests. Fassions and prejudice» there 
were, but the Union became an assured 
fact, and though events have beclouded 
the political horizon ever since then, our 
Dominion has emerged out of all troubles 
in safety. Let partisans declaim aa they 
will, at the heart’s core the people of 
Canada are truly loyal to the Union and 
thoroughly resolved to preeeng its integ­
rity through the future. This fact has 
been to signally demonstrated at and since 
the last general elections t^at all doubh£on 
this point must be forever set at rest. Hot 
only did the union of the provinces secure 
one political, one industrial and one com­
mercial system for the northern half of 
the continent, but as a result of the union 
the various parts of the whole are 
firmly united by one complete railway 
system extending from the Atlantic to the 
Pacific. The productions of the east find 
their way now to the far west, while the 
wheat of the west feeds thousands by the 
shores of the Atlantic. The eastern and 
western extremities of the Dominion are 
now comparatively near together for 
commercial purposes—a quarter of a cen­
tury ago the idea would have been laughed 
to scorn. This political union has also 
paved the way for a more complete union 
of the various branches of the religious 
bodies of the 
of union haa drawn 
ly together the branches of the 
Catholic, of the Anglican, and of the Bap­
tist churches of the Dominion, while a 
complete union has been cemented in the 
case of the Presbyterian and Methodist 
churches of Canada, 
these, for more economical and more ef­
fective religious work, have brought the 
foremost clergymen of each denomination 
into moat intimate relationship, one with 
the other. Old prejudices have been 
broken down. More liberal views have 
gained a lodgment in their minds and 
hearts, uplifting not only the men but 
the nation and tending to cement and 
solidify its religious and social as well as 
its political connections. Men have been 
led to feel that they were not New 
Brunawickers, not Ontsriona, not British 
Columbians; but, first of all, Canadians 
bearing allegiance to the British Crown. 
While such unionist sentiment» have 
been developing quietly and perhaps 
obtrusively in the public mind, the Dom 
iniou haa achieved a remarkable 
in commerce, industry and wealth. True 
it ia that we have made liberal expendi­
tures in order to develop the resources of 
the country, but it is equally true that 
the returns which we are even now re­
ceiving, are but the pledge of far more 
gratifying results in the near future. The 
Confederation of the provinces and the 
marked progress which haa since been 
made have brought Canada very promin­
ently to the notice of the Mother Coun­
try, aa well as that of foreign nations. 
Our unequalled situation as the shortest 
commercial thoroughfare between Britain 
and her markets in the east have given 
Canada a preeminence among the colon­
ies which must make for our commercial 
and political advantage. Already there 
ia a desire expressed by some of the fore­
most English statesmen that the bonds of 
our present relationship to the Empire 
may be still more closely drawn by 
of an Imperial Federation which shall 
work for the advantage of both. But 
whatever may be the eventual outcome of 
an agitation in this direction, our geo­
graphical situation, our commercial inter­
ests, eur language, our laws, our religious 
as well aa our national sentiments and 
aspirations all tend at the present time to 
confirm our allegiance to the British 
Crown. Living in the enjoyment of 
peace and prosperity, with the national 
lesson of the past twenty-one years to give 
us confidence and hope for the future, all 
Canadians should, with grateful hearts, 
praise the God of nations, who is thus 
blessing us in our efforts to achieve 
national destiny. Surely it ia time that 
the political enmities of more than a fifth 
of a century should be buried amid the re­
cords of a forgotten paat, while together 
we give thanks for the marked progress 
and prosperity which have thus far been 
vouchsafed to this Canada of ours.

Instead of being less than 
an ordinary Justice of the-Peace, he is, or 
ought to be, more ; and hence it is that we 
contend his conduct iii connection with the 
case under review is most improper and 
wholly unworthy the chief magistrate of 
the City. This is no question of party or 
personality, or temperance. It involves a 
principle high and and sacred—the rights 
of the people; and if we are not very much 
mistaken; the people will make themselves 
both heard and felt. But there comes up 
for consideration a question as to the con­
stitutionality of the court by which the 
Fee license was granted. According to the 
act, the court must be composed of “ the 
“ mayor or reeve, the police magistrate (if 
“ any) and any one or more justices of 
“ the peace resident in such municipality.” 
Now the court which. granted the Fee 
license was unquestionably illegally con­
stituted, inasmuch as a magistrate who 
resides outside of the municipal limits was 
a member of that court and voted with the 
majority for the granting of the license. 
Without presuming to give a legal opinion, 
we confidently assert, therefore, that any 
aggrieved citizen can carry the case into 
court and have the Fee license quashed 
and that will probably be the shortest, 
cheapest and most effective way out of the 
difficulty. That disposed of, the City 
Council should be strongly urged to ex­
ercise the power given to it in the Act, to 
pass by-laws regulating the issue of liquor 
licenses, rendering a repetition of the 
North Park Street outrage impossible.

44 The Oat,” as an instrument of pun­
ishment to criminals, seems destined to 
be brought more into requisition in the 
future than it has hitherto been. Statis­
tics go to prove that it is much more sue 
cessful as a “deterrent” than long terms of 
imprisonment. It is said that those who 
have once been flogged for criminal acts 
are rarely known to appear before the 
courts a second time, while, as everyone 
knows, many of those who have been 
sent to prison or penitentiary are con­
stantly reappearing for second or third 
terms. In fact, a comparatively small 
percentage of the commitals within a 
certain time will be found to be first 
offences. Those who are guilty of the 
baser crimes of violence are often arrant 
cowards. Confinement, or even hard 
work with good food, has no terrors for 
them at all comparable with those of a 
severe flogging administered in suitable 
instalments. We are all aware that there 
is much to be said againtv such a mode of 
puuishment. It must apparently be bru­
talizing in its effect, not only upon the 
culprit, but to some extent upon those 
who have to administer it. It is generally 
recognized, too, in these days, that legal 
punishment should have a reformatory as 
well as a deterrent end in view. We are 
not aware, however, that any reforming 
agencies at present in operation in con­
nection with our prisons are successful 
enough to make this a strong point in the 
argument, while any legitimate treatment 
which prevents a repetition of the offence 
by the individual convict effects a. practi­
cal reform of great value. Mr. Justice 
Day, an English judge of high Authority, 
says that the use of “the cat” is found to 
be the most efficacious form of punish­
ment. The opinion is well worth care­
ful consideration. Flogging is now be­
ing carried out in Ontario, more especially 
for crimes of a bestial nature, and has 
been attended with good results. The 
man who once feels the lash has no desire 
for the experience again.

GERMANY’S NEW EMPRESS.

Lovers of poetic justice will rejoice at 
the ascension to the throne of che Em­
pire of Germany of the new Empress 
Augusta. In 1863 Frederick VlI,Kingof 
Denmark, and Sovereign of the Duchies 
of Schleswig-Holstein, died, leaving no 
direct heir. Christian, of Schleswig- 
Holstein-ISonderburg - Glucksburg, the 
father of the Princess of Wales, succeed­
ed to the throne of Denmark, and by a 
treaty arranged in London in 1862 was 
the recognized sovereign of the Duchies 
also. Prince Frederick, of Schleswig- 
Holstein-Sonderburg-Augustenburg, how - 
ever, disputed the sovereignty of King 
Christian, and claimed the Duchies with 
the support of the great majority of the in­
habitants who were Germans. Prince 
Bismarck supported the claim of the 
Prince of Augustenburg, and on behalf of 
the German States Prussia and Austria 
were deputed to compel by force 
the surrender of the Duchies. Brave 
little Denmark, depending upon assur­
ances of English help, went 
to war with the two powerful king­
doms and was, of course, defeated. 
Denmark resigned the Duchies, but the 
Prince of Augustenburg, whose claim 
Prussia and Austria went to war to en­
force, was quietly placed to one side and 
treated as a fool for supposing that the 
two kingdoms proposed spending money 
on his behalf. Prussia next under Bis­
marck’s leadership quietly shunted Aus­
tria, and annexed the two Duchies, leav­
ing her ally out in the cold. On May 3rd, 
1860, three years previous to this event, a 
little daughter was bom to the Prince of 
Augustenburg, whom he named Victoria. 
In 1880, Prince William of Prussia, son 
of the Crown Prince of Germany, met 
Victoria and fell in love with her. In 
spite of all obstacles he married her on 
the 27th of February, 1881. To-day, 
therefore, the daughter of the Prince who 
was cheated and dispossessed of his territor­
ies by Prussia is herself Queen of Prussia 
and Empress of Germany. Bismarck is 
to-day her humble servant, nominally at 
least. The new Empress of Germany has 
four sons. In Germany she has been 
called Augusta to distinguish her from the 
Dowager Empress Victoria, our own 
Crown Princess.

Trial of E. A. Gardner.
The trial of E. A. Gardner, charged 

with smuggling opium, is now on at the 
district court, Tacoma. The court sat at 
3 o’clock Thursday afternoon and the 
evidence of Major J. L. Jones was taken, 
when some sensational testimony was 
developed. Gardiner has always main­
tained his entire innocence, but if much 
more evidence such as Jones gave is 
heard, it is supposed the case will go 
rather hard for him.

The Esqalntalt Defences.
In the House of Lords on Thursday 

Lord Sudeley questioned the government 
as regards the defences of Esquimalt. 
The colonial secretary replied that the 
government waa awaiting the reply of the 
Dominion government to" the despatch of 
J une 13th as to whether they assent to 
the proposed arrangement, 
answer is to the affirmative the Imperial 
government would at once proceed with 
the defences.

The BalmsflUhers.The Postoffice Department has every­
thing in readiness for the important 
changes which are to take place in the in­
ternal working of the department on the 
first proximo^ Of the 7,600"postoffices in 
the Dominion, from July 1st, but a thous­
and, which are money order offices, will 
continue to have dealings with the depart­
ment. The other 6,500 offices will be 
furnished at the outset with a supply of 
stamps on credit, which the postmasters 
will not be called upon to pay for until 
such time as they may resign their posi­
tions. Postmasters of money order offi­
ces hereafter will be required to keep 
only one account with the department, 
instead of two, as at present. The quar­
terly revenue account will be abolished, 
and that part of the money order return 
known as the “cash account” will be 
amended so as to include the necessary 
items of postal revenue (sale of postage 
stamps, etc.).

The positions of as­
sistant superintendents of the savings 
banks, moiiey order and accountant’s 
branches will be abolished, as alsb the 
cashier’s position, a considerable saving 
being eflectod thereby.

PRESS COMMENTS.
(Toronto Globe.)

Dr. Talmage, in his last Sunday ser­
mon, said some very sensible things about 
the necessity and advantages of the pul­
pit and the press working harmoniously 
with each other. There is no good reason 
why they should not, and when it is other­
wise some one is seriously to blame. The 
better and more influential part of the 
press in all lands has never sought either 
to «belittle or to counteract the labors of 
the pulpit, and, upon the whole, the same 
thing may be said of the abler and more 
energetic section of the pulpit in its rela­
tion to the press. Sometimes a weak and 
pretentious preacher may affect to despise 
the newspapers, and may say that he is 
quite insensible to their criticism. But 
this is the exception, just as is the charge 
of sensationalism and falsehood. The 
pulpit and the press has each its oWn 
sphere, but they are, or ought to be, 
working for one common end, and in do­
ing this they can greatly help each other, 
and cannot hinder without some one be­
ing greatly at fault.

Let each keep to his own work in his 
own way, but with the mental and spirit­
ual good of the people constantly in view, 
and the result will be satisfactory all 
round. Neither has any occasion to speak 
patronisingly or with contempt of the 
other. The press reaches far beyond the 
pulpit’s widest limit. Let th 
operate with each other according to 
their several opportunities and ability in 
exposing the false and helping forward 
the right and the true, and the world will 
be all the better for their united labor.

TOLMIE ELECTED.

As we predicted, the government have 
been sustained in the bye-election in Vic­
toria District. The return of Mr. James 
Tolmie is very gratifying to all lovers of 
good government, testifying aa it does to 
the confidence of the people in the pres­
sent administration’s conduct of public 
affairs. The victory is all the greater 
when we recognize the fact that the gov­
ernment standard-bearer, Mr. Tolmie, 
was an untried man pitted against an old 
war horse, Mr. Mcllmoyl, who had pre­
viously represented the district in the 
Legislature. Mr. Tolmie entered the 
fight against great odds but, confident of 
the patriotism of the electorate, he placed 
himself trustingly in their hands, assured 
of success.

The incident of the reverend gentleman

The company being seated, the first per­
son mentioned some incident or tale, and 
communicated it orally to the next. He or 
she in turn passed it on, till the tale had 
made the circuit of the room. Frequently 
it was found to have lost almost entirely 
its original shape in going around the 
room. This is a fair illustration of how 
scandal and slander grow—the fable of the 
three, black crows. A good hot-weather 
maxim might be : Hesitate before be­
lieving slander and never repeat it. This 
may obviate the necessity of writing let­
ters of apology.
