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A written judgment was delivered by
Mr. Justice. McCreight, Mr. Justice
Walkem and Mr. Justice McColl concur-
ring. Mr. Justice McCreight in his
judgment said:

This is an action on a contract by the
plaintiff with the above company to sink
a shaft, etec., for them (on a mineé in the
Trail Creek district) for a depth of 50
feet, at the price of -$16 per foot, The
agreement was in writing, and it was
agreed that the company should have
the right to stop the work, etc., when
the depth attained or reached was. 25
feet, and to pay the plaintiff the sum of
$12.50 per foot for such 25 feet of sink-
ing, but that in the event of the com-
pany deciding and allowing said work to
proceed beyond the depth of 25 feet,
then the price to be paid to the plaintiff
was to-be $16 per foot for the said 50 feet
of sinking.

The payment for the said work was to
be as follows: The sum of $100, to be
payable upon completion of 10 feet of
sinking; the sum of $160, upon the com-
pletion of 25 full feet of sinking; and in
the event of a further continuance of
sinking upon the said shaft, then the
balance to be paid and payable upon the
full completion of the work, The find-
ing and judgment of the learned County
court judge was as follows: “ That a
shaft 51.6 feet has been constructed, of
which b feet is necessary timbering
above ground, which is allowed for at
half rate, so that the actual depth of
shaft to be paid for is 49 feet; but as the
plaintiff admits that it would cost $26
per foot ‘to sink down I will deduct $26
from the amount sued for and give judg-
ment for the balance with costs.”’

Now, taking it for granted that the
learned judge’s system of measurement
is correct, a point I shall deal with
presently, I think his judgment cannot
stand. a‘he contract was to sink a shaft
for a depth of 50 feet. The two first in-
stalments having been paid on account,
no question ariges so far; but I cannot
say there has been ‘° the full completion
of the work,”’ so that the balance is pay-
able, or any part of it, * * % ¥

Adopting the finding of the learned
judge that the actual depth of the shaft
to be paid for is 49 feet, I cannot say
that the balance or any sum is to
paid and payable as upon ‘ the full
rompletion of the work,” and the objec-
tion is by no means obviated by deduct-
ing the enm of $26 for the remaining
foot. But as contracts of this nature
must be frequent, I think'I may as well
add that the learned jndge’s system of
medsurement 8 to'me to be subject
1o serious’ objections.” It presupposes,

as I understand his judgment, that one’

side of the shaft is over 51 feet' deep and
the other about 46 feet, and thus in
ronind numbers, taking abount half the
difference that the depth to be paid for
is about 49 feet.

This arbitrary rule has nothing tétwar-
rant it in my opinion. I think a shaft
50 feet deep means a shaft the bottom of
which in every part of it is 50 feet from
the surface, and not that as regardsa
part, and perhaps only a small part, of
the bottom, there is to be the required
depth of 50 feet. The proposed rule
would lead to frequent disputes and per-
haps litigation, especially in places
where the surface of the ground is irre-
gular, as a very little consideration will
show, and one great object -in the ad-
ministration of justice is tolay down
rules as far as possible which may be
conducive to certainty§ and avoid those
which produce uncertainty and unneces-
sary litigation. Here, supposing one
side five feet long abuts on high ground
to the extent say of a couple of feet, then
the shaft, as it approgches the opposite
side, need only be 46 feet deep. If par-
ties intend that 50 feet shall mean only
46 feet they had better say so in their
written contracte.

bimetallic commission, and Ambassador
Hay, and Lord Salisbury, Sir Michael
Hicks-Beach, Chancellor of the Ex-
chequer; Mr. Arthur Balfour, First
Lord of the Treasury; and Lord George
Hamilton, Secretary of State for India.
The conference lasted an hour, and was
preliminary to further negotiations on
the subject of international bimetallism.
The Americans did most of the talking.

Lord Salisbury inquired what were the
powers of the American commissioners,
and was informed that they stand auth-
orized to make arrangements for the
holding of an international conference or
to negotiate a treaty of international bi-
metallism, which they might submit to
their government for ratification. It
was also stated that France was ready to
co-operate with the United States, Great
Britain and Germany in reaching an
agreement for infernational bimetallism.

The British representatives made no
statement indicating their intentions in
the matter. Consultations of high Brit-
ish officials will be held before another
meeting with the Americans, and in the
meantime the latter will privately dis-
cuss the question with Baron de Rothe-
child and other financiers, and endeavor
to secure their support.
