In her will she ap-
pointed Coleman as the executor of the
child’s estate, and he is said to have
lately received $2,000. for his services,
and it is believed that it is with this
money that he went away.

After Coleman had been unsuccessful
in obtaining possession of the .child
through the courts, he adopted more

He said
he feared that few of the aldermen ap-
preciated what an important feature
to be considered in the matter was the
principle of cgutraction and expansion.
Irom ihe severest culd, which we have
in the winter, to the extreme heat which
prevails during the summer montis,
there is a variation of degrees of tem~
perature which ought to be taken into
serious consideration before a_departure
from: a “pin”. connected bridge to be
“rivetted” one is authorized.
The pin connected bridge, as the gem-
tleman whose -views are quoted,
stood it, was especially adapted to meet
all contingencies of the contraction and
expansion of the metal due to the varna-
tions in the temperature. He did¢ mot
see how a rivetted bridge, with all the
connections being firm and unyielding,
could successfully be maintained in a
climate such as prevails in Victoria.
