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of exercise promotes the growth of 
that portion, which, now that tallow 
candles are out of date, is eounted as 
an impediment in the way of securing 
the highest perfection in the meat 
product.

Apart from the consideration men­
tioned, we are to consider the added 
vigor to digestion from a fair, in other 
words, a necessary amount of exercise 
in the open air. It should not be for- 
gotten that the legitimate growth of 
the bodies of our domestic animals is 
in the direction of muscle, and the 
frame work of bone to which this is 
attached ; the growth of both portions 
being promoted by the habits incident 
to a state of nature. The fact should 
also be borne in mind that the free 
accumulation of fat is the outgrowth 
of a state of domestication; and it 
will be well to stop and consider to 
what extent artificial treatment, as 
illustrated in prize and Christmas 
beeves, sheep and pigs, is giving such 
an excess of fat as render it a burden 
upon our hands. It is becoming a 
common saying that close confinement 
in a stall or box, favors the accumula- 
tion of fat, hence, confinement is pro. 
per because profitable. Are we not 
on the eve of a reaction against this 
extreme development of fat cells and 
fat, this end being reached by with- 
holding exercise, and as a natural 
result lessening the growth of muscle, 
as stated? An accumulation of fat as 
food is not according to the plan of 
Nature ; but on the other hand Nature 
stores away her surplus fat to be used 
as a reserve, when the animal from 
any cause is cut off for a time hm 
access to the usual supply of food. 
Nature, when left to herself, endeavors 
to carry this fat accumulation where 
it will, in the least possible degree, 
impede the motions of the body; 
namely, about the kidneys, where it 
hangs, as it were, suspended; inter- 
fering in no way with the action of 
any muscle. The Indian ox (zebn), 
an animal eminently fitted for travel- 
ing long distances, carrying its rider 
twenty or thirty miles a day over 
rough and rock y - going, has scarcely 
a trace of fat throughout the body 
when in his native condition; but 
carries a store in the hump upon his 
shoulders. It is the custom of the 
hour to push enterprises until the sup- 
ports tremble and give way; and it 
will be well to consider whether we 
should not look upon the modern show 
bullock as, in a degree, a monstrosity, 
rather than a suitable beast for a 
model.— National Live Stock Journal.

Agriculture When to Prune Trees.
Perhaps there is no subject over 

which there is a greater disagreement 
among farmers, than as to the proper 
time for pruning trees. Almost every 
month in the year, except when the 
trees are loaded with fruit, is claimed 
by somebody as the best time for pro- 
ning, and high authorities differ very 
widely. Some will trim only in June 
when the trees are in full leaf, because 
the wounds heal over sooner when 
mode at that time. Others consider 
summer pruning very injurious, and 
will take off limbs only when they are 
bare of leaves. Many condemn the 
early spring, because the sap runs 
freely from the wounds at that season. 
We have seen wounds that leak pro- 
fusely for weeks after spring pruning, 
and the sap appeared to have a corro- 
sive, action upon the bark below the 
wound, in some cases for a foot or 
more.

We have trimmed trees at nearly 
all seasons, but have believed there 
was no better time than early winter, 
or as soon as the leaves are off in the 
fall. The tree is then in a dormant 
condition, and the wounds dry sound, 
and will begin to heal over in a 
healthy manner the following season. 
We can see no objection to pruning at 
any time after the leaves fall till to- 
wards the season when growth com- 
mences. We are a little shy of spring 
pruning when the sap is flowing free- 
y, and yet this seems to be the most 
popular season of the whole year for 
the majority of farmers and orchard- 
ists, and many of the most successful 
fruit culturist prune at no other sea- 
son. The truth of the matter is, that 
if pruning is done often and moderate- 
ly, so that no large limbs will require 
removal, it matters little when the 
work is done. We are never afraid to 
use a pocket knife or shears at any 
time when we see a limb that needs 
shortening or cutting off. - N. E. 
Farmer.

Sale Handling Milk.

Col. T. D. Curtis read a paper be- 
for the Mississippi Valley Dairy and 
Creamery Association at St. Louis, in 
which occurs the following passage :

"Good milkers and the proper hand- 
ling of milk are essential. It is quite 
a knack to milk a cow properly. The 
operation should be performed re 
gularly and in an orderly manner, 
without noise, and without excite- 
ment. Grasp the teat so as to have, 
as it were, a handful of milk in it, 
closing the forefinger and thumb 
above, so as to prevent the milk from 
moving upward into the cavity. Then 
close the hand gently but firmly, the 
upper fingers closing each a little 
ahead of the one next below, the 
whole operation being performed, as 
it were. simultaneously. Do not dig 
the nails or ends of the fingers into 
the skin, so as to hurt the cow, but 
continue to open and shut the hand 
as indicated, with a slight downward 
pull, and each time slipping the hand 
up so as to grasp a little of the 
udder and crowd the milk down into 
the test, as the thumb and finger 
close preparatory to the final grip. 
The operation is much easier to per- 
form by one who knows how than it 
is to describe, but one quite easy to 
learn by one who wants to learn it.

" The operation should be perform- 
ed in a cleanly manner, in a cleanly 
place, keeping all dirt out of the pail, 
and all bad odors out of the air by the 
removal of the droppings, and the 
free use of deodorizers.

"If set for butter, the milk should 
be put to rest as soon as possible, as 
agitation hinders the separation of 
the cream from the milk. It should 
be set as warm as possible from the 
cow, as the more the temperature is 
lowered before setting, the more im- 
perfect will be the separation of the 
cream from the milk. If the milk 
is carried to a factory, or the lowering 
of the temperature of any great ex- 
tent is unavoidable, some apparatus 
for raising the temperature to 100 
degrees should be provided. This will 
obviate the loss by lowering of tem- 
perature. The reason for this is, that 
cream rises best with a falling tem- 
perature, and the farther the tempera- 
ture has to fall, the better the separa- 
tion. But in no case would I allow 
the temperature to go below 40 de- 
green, for another law here sets in 

which makes a farther fall of tempera- 
ture detrimental to the raising of 
cream—that is, the law of expansion, 
which affects the watery portion that 
has been contracting down to about 
40 degrees. Lower temperature, I 
think injures the keeping quality of 
the product; but this is disputed by 
some.

"It is essential that milk should 
be set in a clean atmosphere, especial- 
ly with open sitting, where the milk 
is cooled down below the temperature 
of the air in the room, for the moment 
the milk gets cooler than the air, the 
moisture in the air begins to condense 
on the surface of the milk, and the 
cream to absorb the odors that are in 
the moisture so condensed. So long 
as the air is colder than the milk, the 
air absorbs the vapors rising from the 
milk, and to that extent the milk is 
purified by the surrounding air; but 
when the milk gets colder than the 
air, the process is reversed, and the 
air is purified by the milk. These 
facts should never be lost sight of in 
butter-making.”

OF Management of Sheep.
Sheep management should be mark- 

ed with regularity. With no other 
farm animals is the reward so great 
for punctuality and care in feeding, or 
the punishment so severe and certain 
in case of neglect. Ewes for breeding 
should be served by the ram from the 
middle of October to the fifteenth of 

November, if lambs are intended for 
e increase of the flock of stock sheep 

for fattening, they should come 
earlier, and will need greater care than 
those dropped when the warm days 
begin to come. Ewes that are to raise 
lambs in the spring, should be fed 
hay and a small quantity of grain, 
each day during the winter. We 
have found no trouble in keeping 
breeding ewes in good, strong condi- 
tion by such treatment, and never 
have any trouble from owes not owing 
their lambs. During the lambing 
period, the flock needs the best possi- 
ble attention. Feed good clover hay 
and bran, alternating with their regu- 
lar feed of unground corn and oats, 
mixed in equal quantities.

Black Teeth in Pigs.

All pigs have little black teeth in 
the middle of their jaws which worry 
people so much. These are the teeth 
nthe males which make the tusks, 

and in the females which keep the 
rope from slipping off of the jaw 
when they are caught to be rung. 
When the pigs are young these teeth 
are small, but sometimes so sharp 
that they lacerate their tongues or 
cheeks so that they cannot eat well, 
and then they " do miserably." When 
a pig shows these symptoms these 
teeth should be broken off smoothly 
with a pair of pincers. Taking the 
pig between the knees and putting a 
small cord with a slipping noose 
around the upper jaw will cause it to 
open its mouth, and at the same time 
it can be held firmly. Sometimes 
these teeth turn outward, and the in- 
cipient tusks make the mouth sore.

amount of feed required will depend 
upon the flock, their shelter and 
previous management. A safe quan 
tity is six quarts twice daily, to forty 
ewes, provided they have been grain- 
ed some during the winter.

In flocks devoted to the raising fine 
breeds, it is the custom for a man to 
sleep in the barn near the sheep during 
the period of lambing, in order to pre- 
vent any lambs from becoming chilled 
or to render any attention which the 
flock may need during the night. In 
any ordinary flock this would not be 
best, but it serves to illustrate the 
constant watchfulness needed, as a 
few lambs dropped dead during a cold 
day, greatly reduces the profits of 
sheep raising. The ewes and their 
lambs should have the earliest and 
best pasture on the farm, that the 
dams may give plenty of milk to 
keep the lambs growing. They will, 
after a few days, need no attention 
from the flock-owner. After harvest, 
when the early cut clover is springing 
up in fresh second growth, wean the 
lainbs, turning them into the clover 
field, and give them a feed of bran 
every morning. With this treatment 
they will not fall away much in flesh. 
—American Agriculturist.

What is Gained by Exercising 
Fattening Animals.

There is usually a pointed meaning: 
in the saying that a question has two 
sides; and it certainly has an appli- 
cation to the feeding of animals that 
are reared for their flesh. It is com-| 
monly said of fattening animals that 
they take on flesh more rapidly from 
a given amount of feed, if tied up in 
the stall and almost entirely debarred 
from taking exercise. This statement, 
if based solely upon an abstract view, 
is, to quite a degree, correct. But an 
abstract view means in this case, as 
in many others, the shutting out of 
considerations that are indispensable 
to a proper understanding of the sub 
ject. Thus, suppose we tie up, and 
debar from exercise, the breeding 
animals of a herd, year after year, 
taking them in their calf-hood, and 
following up the practice during the 
breeding career of their maturer years 
repeating this, in the regular order 
upon the progeny, to the third and 
fourth generations. What would be 
the result? This, and nothing less; 
that this repeated and long continued 
lack of exercise would so impoverish 
and debilitate the muscular tissue, 
that the lean portions of the body 
would as generation followed gener- 

ation, become less and less in bulk. 
Not only would the quantity of this 
portion of the system shrink, but it 
would become flaccid and inefficient, 
and this lessened muscular develop- 

ment would become, like many others, 
a defect liable to transmission by 
hereditary descent.

The saving influence which operates 
upon the feeding steer, comes of the 

fact he is from ancestors that have 
grown up with the liberties of the 
pasture ; but the question occurs upon 
the extent to which the muscles of a 

given beast may be attenuated by 
being tied up during a large portion 

of its feeding life. Muscles (lean flesh)

Scours in Calves.
The enquiry is often met with in 

the columns of the agricultural press, 
as to what to do in cases of scours in 
calves. Jersey calves are especially 
liable to this dreaded diseases. The 
cause is, frequently overloading the 
young stomach beyond the capacity 
to digest—in other cases the mother’s 
milk is too strong, thus producing 
irregularities and clogging the diges- 
tive apparatus. A good plan, and one 
that scarcely ever fails of success, is 
to immediately separate the dam from 
the calf as soon as the symptoms 
appear; dilute the milk with one. 
third or one-half warm water, and 
teach the calf to drink, allowing it 
but moderate rations of this weakened 
food until it recovers strength suffi- 
cient for full allowance. If the calf 
becomes much weakened by the 
"fast " required by this course, change 
to another cow will often work won- 
ders, allowing it to suck (in modera- 
tion at first.) When this is done, a 
cow should be selected that is about 
as long in milk as the mother, though
